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REGULAR MEETING

July 2, 2007

The Gates County Board of Commissioners met, all members present except
J. S. Pierce, and afier the approval of the minutes of the last meeting, the following
business was transacted:

Yice Chairman Brown indicated that the Board would hold a Public Hearing
for the purpose of An Ordinance to Protect Gates County Residents from Wildfire
Hazards. Randall Cahoon presented the Ordinance which deals with adequate
roads and water supply. This Ordinance was taken from the Gates County
Standard for Protection of Life and Property from Wildfire by adepting Chapter 1,
3, 5 and 7 of the of the NFPA 1144 Standard 2002 Edition.

The Public Hearing was opened and there being no comments, the Public
Hearing was closed. Upon motion of Commissioner Kenneth Jernigan, seconded by
Commissioner Wade Askew, the Board unanimously adopted the Ordinance.

Ann Askew updated the Board on the Chamber of Commerce that they are
trying to organize in Gates County. The next meeting is July 11, 2007 at 5:30 P. M.
at the Sunbury Volunteer Fire Department.

Renee’ MeGinnis was reappointed Tax Administrator for a four year term
upen motion of Commissioner Kenneth Jernigan, seconded by Wade Askew and a
unanimous vote of the Board.

A contract was submitted from Maximus to prepare an Indirect Cost
Allecation Plan for the fiscal year ending June 30, 2007 for a fee of $33,000. There is
no fee increase from last year. Upon motion of Commissioner Wade Askew,
seconded by Commissioner Kenneth Jernigan, the Board unanimously approved the
contract.

Randalt Cahoon, Director of Planning and Development Services presented a
Planning Board nomination, Tommy Langston, to serve the unexpired two year
term of Earl Rountree. The board unanimously approved the appointment.

Also, enclosed in the package were the Planning Board Agenda and minutes
of the Techmnical Review Committee.

Mr. Cahoon presented a recommendation regarding a PUD Subdivision by
unanimous consent of the Planning Board allowing Bartlett Engineering of Wilson
to proceed with the Preliminary Plat phase of their major subdivision proposal as
submitted provided that Bartlett and the parties he represents rezone the acreage
from A-1 to R-1. As per Dan Boyce, the change of zoning classifications
permanently eliminates the possibility of placing manufactured housing on any of
the proposed 114 lots. Of points to consider, the developer would spend over one
million dellars on road construction and associated cost and rezoning would add on
568,400 to the cost of development. Bartlett Engineering questioned the rationale
behind the request and the legality of such request. The developer suggested that
being forced into compliance would cause him to withdraw the subdivision request.
The Board felt that this item needed to be tabled for further study,

Randall Cahoon presented a variance for William H. Peele regarding the
Gates County Subdivision Ordinance 502.A regarding the 175 foot road frontage.
The lot is too shallow and widens at back where he has crowned and wishes to place
a modular unit for his daughter. Paul Toti, Surveyor and Mr. Peele were sworn in
and (quasi-judicial) testimony was given. Commissioner Kenneth Jernigan made a
motion to approve the variance, seconded by Commissioner Wade Askew;
Commissioner David Brown opposed. The vote was defeated as four fifths vote was
required. The Board agreed to discuss the matter at the July 16™ meeting, waiving. .
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any variance fee. Mr. Toti gave another plea to the Board to approve the variance
as the lot fell victim to the 175 it road frontage and the hardship is that he can’t
obtain additional land. The original purchase was made in 1993. Again Mr. Toti
begged the Board to reconsider; to adjust the Subdivision Ordinance. Mr. Peele has
paid the $650.00 for the variance request; 15 copies of the plat are excessive and the
owner would have to wait another month.

The Building Inspector’s Report for June, 2007 was presented.

Mr. Dan Bazemore came before the Board to discuss Zoning. Mr. Bazemore
advised the Board that the meeting in Corapeake was late; a number of people made
an effort to sign up for comments and were advised that they did not need to. Mr.
Bazemore advised that Board that a recording device was needed at all meetings
and all information would be available. He made this request approximately a year
ago and again at this meeting. He expressed concern that citizens are not given an
opportunity to speak.

The County Manager discussed the School Budget with the Commissioners
regarding a letter that was hand delivered to all of the Commissioners of last week.
Commissioner Brown indicated that we were experiencing the tightest budget year
ever however, the Board would not be able to give the $50,000 this year. The
County Manager expressed that he hoped the two Boards could resolve the problem
without going through the legal process. Mike Conners submitted a Proposed 2007-
2008 Capital Qutlay Budget but had made note of a change in the County
appropriation and initialed the change.

A letter from Golden Leaf, Inc. was presented advising the Board of
Commissioners of approval of a grant for the “Gates County Waste Water
Feasibility Study” in the amount of $60,000. The Board agreed to accept the money
upon motien of Commissioner Wade Askew, seconded by Commissioner Frank
Rountree, and a unanimous vote of the Board.

Esther Lassiter, Healthy Carolinians Director for Gates Partners for Health,
submitted a letter requesting commissioner representation on the Partmership
Board. Commissioner Frank Rountree made a motion that Kenneth Jernigan be
appointed to serve on the Gates Partners for Health, seconded by Commissioner
Wade Askew and Jernigan was unanimously approved.

As per request of Clerk of Court, Nell Wiggins, the Board reappointed Mary
Laove Lilley to serve on the Jury Commission and upon motion of Commissioner
Wade Askew, seconded by Commissioner L. Frank Rountree, the Board
unanimously approved the reappointment.

Late Appearances

Reba Green-Holley, Director of Cooperative Extension Service, distributed a
Needs Assessment Survey for Gates County. The North Carolina Cooperative
Extension is seeking input to ensure educational programs adequately address the
important issues in Gates County. The list of issues/needs were improving health
and nutrition; increasing leadership, personal development and citizenship skills;
increasing economic opportunity and business development to include tourism;
increasing educational achievement and excellence; improving the agricultural and
food supply system in North Carolina, environmental stewardship and natural
resources management. She asked the Board to indicate whether they felt the above
listed items were not significant, somewhat significant, significant or very
significant.

The County Manager presented Budget Amendments 127 and 128 for the
Boards approval and upon motion of Commissioner Kenneth Jernigan, seconded by
Commissioner Wade Askew; the Board unanimously approved the Amendments.
Copies of the admendments are on file with Melinda Hoggard, Finance Officer.
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Commissioner Kenneth Jernigan indicated that GEMS inquired about a
wheelchair ramp for the E.I.C. building. The County Manager indicated that the
Board should continue to look into the project and there were other issues: door,
bathrooms, ete that would have to meet handicapped regulations.

CLOSED SESSION

Tim Russell discussed a one time salary adjustment for Henry C “Bud” Eure
for his work in Code Enforcement in the amount of $700 per month for 10 moniths
period September, 2006 through June 2007 and upon motion of Commissioner L.
Frank Reuntree, seconded by Commissioner Wade Askew, the Board unanimously
approved the adjustment.

Interim Manager, Tim Russell presented a proposal to reorganize Planning
& Development Services and employ a new Codes Enforcement Officer to allow the
County to employ a qualified individual for Codes Enforcement Supervisor who can
provide good leadership and direction. Edgar Mitchell was selected, he holds a
Level II certificates and he will work 37.5 hours per week for an annual salary of

$43,000.

Interim Manager Tim Russell updated the Board on grant writing for the
proposed repairs for the Gates County Community Center to include: a new roof;
heating and air conditioning for the entire building (to include the gym); resurface
the gym floor; update bathrooms, renovate kitchen; paint; provide fire protection
equipment; skate park; a new playground; gutters; storage, etc.

Minutes

Vice-Chairman David Brown called the meeting to order at the Eure Volunteer Fire
Department. All members were present except Chairman Pierce.

N

Vice-Chairman Brown extended a welcome to those in attendance and indicated that
the meeting at the Eure Volunteer Fire Department was part of a series of meetings out in the
county to bring the Commissioners closer to the people.

Vice-Chairman Brown entertained revisions to the agenda. A proposal was made to
add:

8. Reconsideration of expansion of the Social Services Board.

9. Update on legislative efforts to approve state budget and provide relief to counties on
Medicaid.

The Board by consensus approved the additions to the agenda.

Item #2: Randall Cahoon, Planning & Development Services Director presented the
recent application for a PUD subdivision that was being proposed by Bartlett Engineering of
Wilson. At the last Planning Board meeting, the Planning Board suggested that Mr. Bartlett
undertake a rezoning of the property from A-1 to R-1 in an effort to restrict construction to
stick-built homes. Under County zoning regulations, such construction is anthorized and
allowed in an A-1 zoning district. In order to rezone the parcel, Mr. Bartlett would have to

“apply for a rezoning permit and subdivide the property into smaller lots, which would result in

a larger expense.

The PUD review and approval process includes several more opportunities for review by
the Planning Board as well as the Board of Commissioners. The review will include measures
to ensure that the PUD subdivision will include only the type of residential construction that
is proposed and approved.

After consulting with the UNC-School of Government, Mr. Cahoon indicated that the
Planning Board can not require the land owner to rezone if the tract is properly zoned for the
type of construction. The request was made to the Board of Commissioners that it supports
the position that rezoning was not necessary and that Mr. Bartlett could proceed with the next
step in the PUD subdivision process of technical review.

Motion was made by Commissioner Jernigan and seconded by Commissioner Rountree
to approve the recommendation to allow A-1 zoning to be allowed. The motion passed
unanimously.

Mr. Cahoon also discussed the issue of fees contained in the Ordinance for technical
review. Currently, there is a charge of $50 per lot for the technical review process. Assuming
that a subdivision had 100 lots, there would be a charge of $5,000 for the technical review.
Mzr. Cahoon indicated that the review for Mr. Bartlett’s PUD subdivision would be that high.

Mvr. Bartlett spoke in opposition to such a fee, and suggested that the review for a small
number of lots was not greater than review of 100 lots. He requested some relief from the fee.

Commissioner Jernigan suggested that the fee structure remain until further study.
Vice-chairman Brown agreed with the Board approving by consensus.

Item #3: The Board considered a request for variance from William H. Peele regarding
the Subdivision Ordinance 502.A pertaining to minimum road and side frontage.
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At the last meeting, the Board did not approve a request for variance from Mr, Peele.
However, Mr. Peele has been working with staff to redirect his effort to another request for
variance that relates to a possible variance side frontage.

Since Mr. Peele owns approximately 39 acres directly behind his personal residence and
adjoining lot for his daughter, he plans to develop a portion of this acreage in the future.
Therefore, he indicated that he planned to construct a right-of-way drive between his
residence and his daughter's new home site. In establishing a 45’ right of way, he would agree
to construct a 22" graveled road that would be used by his daughter and husband at their new
home site. The graveled road would be the front of the property and would allow the one acre ,v'”“\\
tract to fully comply with frontage and side requirements except for the left side which would '
only be 162 feet instead of the required 175 feet. Thus, a request for a variance from the left
side frontage would be required by the Board of Commissioners.

Mr. Cahoon spoke in favor of the request and indicated that staff had been working
with Mr. Peele to assist him in making the request ready for the Board’s consideration.

In addition, Mr. Cahoon found after examining the parcel in question that Mr. Peele
had purchased this lot separately from his acreage when county rules allowed frontage to be
125 feet. The Board later changed the rule to expand the minimum frontage to 175 feet. Mr.
Peele’s lot was in compliance with the 125 foot requirement.

Commissioner Jernigan moved that the variance be granted, seconded by Commissioner
Askew and passed with 4-0 vote.

Item #4: A recent letter written by the President and Publisher of the Roanoke-Chowan
News-Herald regarding the apparent violation of the open meetings law by the Gates County
Board of Education was presented and discussed. Vice-Chairman Brown requested that the
Manager be able to discuss the Open Meetings Law at the Board’s next meeting to familiarize
the members with what i1s allowed for closed session.

Ttem #5: Manager Russell requested that the Board approve the request to extend the
lease for East Carolina Health-Chowan, Inc and its use of the CAP building. Manager Russell
also discussed the plan to co-locate the GITS staff in the same facility by sharing the 1,700
square feet. It is anticipated that GITS would occupy 700 square feet and ECHC occupying
1,000 square feet. The motion was made to approve the extension of the lease for 1,000 square
feet for $300 per month for a two-year period beginning September 1, 2007. Also, approval
was requested to proceed with minor renovations to provide space for the GITS Program.

Motion was made by Commissioner Rountree and seconded by Commissioner Askew to
approve the lease and sharing arrangement. Motion passed unanimously.

Item #7: The Board received an invitation from the Gates County Rescue Squad for
attending its annual picnic on July 28th. KEach member received an invitation.

Ttem #8: Vice-Chairman requested that the Board reconsider its previous motion to
increase the membership of the Gates County Social Services Board from 3 to 5 members.
This effort was made during the budget process as a way to gain more participation. However,
it was discovered that the expansion from 3 to 5 members would result in an increase in cost
to the cost in per diem and travel costs with no significant benefits.

A motion was made by Commissioner Askew to reduce the new membership from 5to 3 ¢
members effective immediately. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Jernigan and
approved unanimously.

Late Appearances

Dan Bazemore appeared to speak on the Bartlett PUD subdivision issue. He asked
several questions on size of lots and whether the PUD provision provided for smaller lots. He
also suggested that Perquimans County had recently passed an ordinance to allow families to
subdivide lots that were smaller than those allowed for non-family situations.
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He also compljméuteduthe_;]ﬁpard on its good work.

Perry Eure spoke on the need to consider re-opening the County’s convenience centers
on Tuesdays. The closing of the sites beginning last year has caused hardships and
inconvenience to many of the residents. He suggested that the Board should consider re-
opening on Tuesdays and possibly reducing the hours each day to make up the difference.
Possibly, hours could be from 8:00 A.M. until 6:00 P.M. instead of 7:00 A.M. until 7:00 P.M.

L.E. Smith spoke to ask the Board to proceed with the many requests for rezoning.
During the initial zoning process, the Board delayed the request from the Highway 13/158
‘area for commercial zoning. Mr. Smith was interested in getting the Board to begin that
process again.

Vice-Chairman Brown agreed and indicated that the Board would re-start that process.

In other business, Commissioner Jernigan requested that representatives from the
North Carolina Wildlife Resources Commission attend a future meeting to discuss its plans to
make the Sand Bank’s area available for public use. Some time ago, Mr. Richard Hamilton,
Executive Director assured the Board in a meeting that the Wildlife Resources Commission
would work to make the area more accessible to the public for recreational use.

Vice-Chairman Brown suggested that the issue could be a good topic for the Board’s
second meeting in September to be held at the Hobbsville Volunteer Fire Department.

With no other public business, Commissioner Jernigan moved to enter closed session for
the purpose of discussing personnel. Commissioner Askew seconded the motion and it passed

unanimously.

With no other business, meeting was adjourned.

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REGULAR MEETING

AUGUST 6, 2007

The Gates County Board of Commissioners met, all members present except
Chairman I. S. Pierce, and after the approval of the minutes of the last meeting, the
following business was transacted:

Vice Chairman David Brown announced that this was the last meeting for Interim
Manager Tim Russell who would be leaving August 14 and Melinda Hoggard was
appointed Interim Manager to assume Mr. Russell’s duties.

An Application for Operating Assistance FY 07-08 Rural Operating Assistance
Program Funds was presented for the Board’s review. Patrice Taylor-Lassiter,
Transportation Director of the Gates County Inter-Regional Transportation System, gave
a brief report on the operation of services provided by the transportation service. The
2007-2008 ROAP program totals are EDTAP $58,786, EMP $4,790 and RGP $45,775.

A Public Hearing for the ROAP application was opened and there being no
comments, the Public Hearing was closed. Upon motion of Commissioner Kenneth
Jernigan, seconded by Wade Askew, the Board unanimously approved the ROAP
application.

Dr. Sheila Hume, Sharon Hofler Jones and Dr. Garrett Edwards were present
representing a group of Gates County citizens asking the County Commissioners to help
create a safe, healthy and proper environment for the counties’ equine residents. Dr.
Hume presented a list of objectives and proposed regulations were handed to the Board of
Commissioners for their review and action. Dr. Hume expressed that it was not the
desire of anyone to create unnecessarily restrictive difficulties for the counties’ equine
owners, rather to educate and assist resident with the care of the equine companions.

Dr. Garrett Edwards of the Veterinarian Hospital of Smithfield, Virginia indicated
that he was interested in the welfare of horses and supported the proposed objectives and
regulations.

A concern was expressed that one-half an acre was not adequate space for a horse.
Sheriff Webb indicated that N. C. State offers the County a lot of support and that Animal
Control Officer, Lacey Wilkins will be in training relative to horses in September at N C
State University. Commissioner Jernigan asked Planning & Development Director
Randall Cahoon if there were any zoning standards for horses and Mr. Cahoon indicated
that there were not and suggested that the group meet with the Planning Board. Open
space for horses, boarding and trails, etc was discussed and Commissioner Jernigan
indicated one-half acre lots are not enough. No action was taken,

Dennis Utt, President; Erna Bright; Ed Story and other members of the Gates
County Firemen’s Association came before the Board to discuss the management of the
Communications Center and Emergency Management Coordinator and the impact of the
upgraded fire ratings from development in the County. The Association has concerns
that the person appointed has strong leadership abilities. He feels that timely dispatch of
fire departments is vital and that the 911 Center is ten percent of the insurance grade.
Three departments: Eure, Gatesville, and Sunbury got better ratings as results of
inspections from the Fire Marshall in 2006.

Dennis indicated that the Association appreciates Board action in adopting the
NFPA 1144 and the importance of two-way roads and the availability of an adequate
water supply. A recent woods fire that endangered three homes was a prime example of
why adoption of the NFPA was important. ‘

Erna Bright indicated his appreciation of the help and support from the hoard; fire
fees, adoption of the NFPA 1144; rating due to proximity of development and requested:
that the Board consider any variance on main roads near containment ponds, he]é Fo v
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maintain current ratings. He expressed that citizens had saved a substantial amount of
money, around a quarter million dollars in insurance premiums.

Dennis Utt, in closing thanked the board again and indicated that the firemen had
worked extremely hard to get where they are and asked the Board of Commissioners
support in allowing firemen/departments to maintain their current ratings.

Colleen Turner, Director of Social Services representing Susan Scurria, Director
of the Area Agency on Aging, in requesting the appointment of the Gates County Aging
and Adult Services Task Force as the County’s Aging Planning Committee. Mrs. Turner
presented the proposed list of members and upon motion of Commissioner Kenneth
Jernigan, seconded by Commissioner L. Frank Rountree, the Board unanimously
approved the Aging Planning Committee.

A memo from Linda Hardison, Clerk of the Martin County Board of
Commissioners, was presented to the Board reparding the Moratorium on River Herring,
The memo indicated that a meeting of the Marine Fisheries Commission will be held in
early September and she requested that a Commissioner attend the meeting along with
Martin County officials,

Labor Day Holiday is Monday, September 3, 2007 and that being the regular
meeting date for the Board of Commissioners there was a need to change the meeting
date. The date was set for September 10, 2007 at 10:00A.M. This date change will be
advertised in the Index. As per motion of Commissioner Kenneth Jernigan, seconded by
Wade Askew, the Board unanimously agreed upon the September 10th date change.

A letter was received from the Caswell Center regarding the 2007 Operation
Santa Claus Project. Gates County has one individual residing at the Caswell Center and
each year every individual residing at Caswell Center receives a new gift under the tree
on Christmas morning. Upon motion of Commissioner L. Frank Rountree, seconded by
Commissioner Kenneth Jernigan, the Board unanimously agreed to contribute $100.00 to
the Caswell Center for the 2007 Operation Santa Claus Project.

A letter from Chris Hilbert, Holland Consulting Planners, Inc was included in the
agenda packages to advise the Board of the rehabilitation assistance application selection
for the FY07 NCHFA Single-Family Rehabilitation allocation. The purpose is to
rehabilitate homes for total energy efficiency. It was noted that manufactured homes are
not allowed. To date, two homes have been approved and others are pending. There was
discussion of ways to get information to the public about the rehabilitation assistance
program and Colleen Turner, Director of Social Services volunteered to forward an e-
mail to the list of churches on file in her office. Upon motion of Commissioner Wade
Askew, seconded by Commissioner Kenneth Jernigan, the Board unanimously agreed to
approve the preliminary awards.

A letter was presented to the Commissioners from the North Carolina
Association of County Commissioners regarding continuation of Group Health Benefits,
Liability & Property and Workers® Compensation coverage through June 30, 2008. The
Association expressed their appreciation and they look forward to a positive working
relationship.

Melinda Hoggard, Finance Officer, presented Budget Amendments number 1 thru
11. After a review of each amendment Commissioner L. Frank Rountree made a motion
to approve the amendments, seconded by Commissioner Ken Jernigan and was
unanimously approved by the Board.

Reba Green-Holley, Gates County Cooperative Extension Director came before
the Board and extended an invitation to a luncheon September 10, 2007 at 12 Noon. A
brief presentation will follow.

Mrs. Green-Holley also presented results of the county flag choices. A poll of
votes was taken at various locations for an election of choice of colors for the County
flag. The three highest vote choices were light blue, green and dark bive backgrounds.
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The light blue (color B) background had the most votes. Commissioner Wade Askew
made a motion to accept the light blue background, seconded by Commissioner Kenneth
Jernigan, and was unanimously approved. Discussion arose regarding single sided, and
the number of flags to order: one for each of schools, Courthouse and the DSS building
An amended motion was made by Commissioner Wade Askew to accept the light blue
background (color B) and Tim and Reba work out the number of flags needed and the
cost. Commissioner Kenneth Jernigan seconded the motion and motion was unanimously
passed by the Board.

Randall Cahoon, Director of Planning & Development Services advised the Board
that the Business Association Meeting that was to be held at the Eure Volunteer Fire
Department on Wednesday, August 8, 2007 has been cancelled.

Mr. Cahoon advised the Board of Commissioners that the meeting of the Zoning
Board of Adjustments was delayed. After determination of Board members, an
advertisement has to run two weeks prior the meeting date. However, Mr. Cahoon
indicated that a Training Session for the Zoning Board of Adjustments was set for August
13th through August 17" and training materials had been prepared.

Randall Cahoon presented a plat for a subdivision. He noted to the Board a prime
example of what the Firemen’s Association discussed earlier in the meeting in reference
to inadequate roads. The roads in the Blue Sky Timber Properties Tract are nine feet
wide, covered with slag and fire trucks cannot pass on the road. Mr. Cahoon advised that
there were 41 lots exempt from road requirements. On the map Mr. Cahoon highlighted
in yellow permits that were pending, and in pink building permit requests. Commissioner
David Brown suggested that a letter be written to the Suffolk Land & Timber Co, Inc.
asking the developer to widen the road and provide a copy to anyone who is issued a
permit and refer back to the Ordinance to Protect Gates County Residents from Wildfire
Hagzards, an ordinance taken from the Gates County Standard for Protection of Life and
Property from Wildfire, Chapters 1, 3, 5, and 7 adopted from the NFPA 1144 Standard
2002 edition.

Mr. Cahoon also provided in the Commissioners packages for the boards review
the Planning Board Agenda, Planning Board Draft Minutes, Technical Review
Committee Draft Minutes and the Building Inspector’s Report for July, 2007.

Commissioner David Brown requested that the Planning Director respond to all
request for re-zoning. Mr. Cahoon explained the re~-zoning process: present to the
Planning Board, 30 day waiting period, Planning Board recommendation to the
Commissioners, set a Public Hearing and advertise, considering all involved there is
about a 3 or 4 month turn around, and a minimum of $800 to $1,400 for advertising and
signage fees for rezoning,

Mr. Cahoon advised the Board that text or map changes, as per state requirements
in the statutes, be handled on first Mondays at their normal meeting date in the normal
meeting place and not during an “in the county meeting at a fire department, etc.”

A Variance Request (by mail) from Daniel and Debra Hesse was presented. The
Hesses requested a variance to allow division of their two acre parcel, therefore allowing
a lot of 106 feet wide (our ordinance requires 175 feet) as a building site for their
daughter. This matter was tabled for referral to the Board of Adjustments and payment of
a $650 fee. Planner Cahoon advised that he would contact the Hesses regarding this
matter.

Mr. Ed Kolpack, a developer for Gates Senior Park, a minor subdivision, made an
appointment to request permission to have a water line instalied on a private road
approximately 500 feet long. The intent was to start with one home and the possibility of
eight to 24 total homes. Upon finding additional development information, Mr. Kolpack
called the Planner’s office and asked that the request be delayed.

Tim Russell, Interim Manager, presented a memo on the State Budget and
Medicaid relief. In the memo he indicated that the recent passage of the State Budget
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for 2007-08 provided for Medicaid relief to ali counties. Legislation will take over the
county’s share of Medicaid beginning July 1, 2009. Legislation added a component to
provide a guaranteed savings to each county in the amount of $500,000.

In our current fiscal year, Gates County will receive partial relief in the amount of
$131,314. while losing $74,649 in funds from the Public Schools’ ADM fund used by
schools for capital construction and will leave a savings of $56,665. Then the hold
harmless provision is applied and will guarantee a savings of $500,000 by applying
$443.,335 to our account.

There was discussion regarding a land transfer or point of sale tax, and it was
noted that we did not want a second opportunity to pass us by and upon motion of
Commissioner Wade Askew, seconded by Commissioner Kenneth Jernigan, the Board
voted unanimously to hold a referendum for the purpose of a land transfer tax in
November 2007 and to have Virginia Moore, Elections Director proceed as expeditiously
as possible with the process. The question was raised as to who pays the land transfer tax
and was noted that the purchaser does. Mike Conner indicated that no one votes unless it
was a general election. An election for the purposes of a referendum did not usually
attract a large voter turn out.

A memo regarding accrual of compensatory time by the Sheriff’s department
deputies was discussed. As per previous memoranda and instructions at Staff Meetings,
no department director shall allow employees to earn and carry forward compensatory
time in excess of 240 hours. Three deputies: Richard Haynes, William Spruill and Bryan
Daryll Johnson are in excess of the maximum number of hours allowed. The remaining
deputies have accumulated time that will reach the maximum if measures are not taken to
reduce the hours assigned to them. Sheriff Webb responded to the memo and indicated
that the figures had changed as Chief Deputy Spruill had been on vacation, Deputy Bryan
Daryl] Johnson was out due to a broken ankle and Deputy Richard Haynes acquired time
as he was recently certified as the new Criminal Cyber Crime Officer and was now a
certified and licensed firearms instructor. Commissioner Kenneth Jernigan expressed to
Sheriff Webb that he would like to see the compensatory time down. Commissioner
David Brown expressed concern that the two newest deputies Brandon Hawks and Bryan
Daryll Johnson both had acquired time and wished to see the compensatory time reduced.

Tim Russell, Interim Manager, presented a memo regarding salary adjustments
for the GITS department due to the recent increase in the state minimum hourly wage.
The following adjustments were made:

1. Salary grade 45 be eliminated and positions classified on this grade be moved
to salary grade 46 with salaries adjusted accordingly to the same step on that
salary grade.

Positions classified on salary grade 46 be moved to salary grade 47 with

salaries adjusted accordingly to the same step on the salary grade.

3. Positions classified on salary grade 47 should be moved to salary grade 48
with salaries adjusted accordingly.

4. One position on salary grade 49 (Administrative Assistant) not subject of the
recent state minimum hourly wage rate increase, the position was not
classified properly as per the County’s Personnel Schedule, and therefore it
should be moved to salary grade 53 to properly reflect the minimum
classifications of her duties and employee’s salary adjusted to the first step of
that salary grade.

b

These adjustients were effective July 1, 2007 and are inclusive of any cost of
living adjustment approved for county employees by the Board of Commissioner. Upon
motion of Commissioner Wade Askew, seconded by Commissioner Kenneth Jernigan,
the board unanimously approved the above listed changes relative to state minirmum
hourly wage rate.

In another memo, Tim Russell, Interim Manager, advised the Board of
Commissioners that the Board needed to establish a Gates County Wastewater Advisory
Committee as a result of a $60,000 Golden Leaf Grant to do a Wastewater Feasibility



Study. Diehl & Phillips, an engineering firm, will be conducting the study and the
committee is needed to work with the engineers. The Commissioners set the following
Committee: James Sears and Perry Eure, citizens; two County Commissioners, Kenneth
Jernigan and Wade Askew; Melinda Hoggard, Interim Manager; Randall Cahoon,
Director of Planning & Development Services; Charles Hofler, Member of the Gates
County Business & Industry Association; Ray White, Northeast NC Economic
Development Commission; Wade Hobbs, Town of Gatesville Town Council Member;
Henry “Bud” Eure, Water Supervisor; and Michael Conrner, Assistant Superintendent.

The purpose of the Wastewater Feasibility Study Advisory Committee is to work
with the engineering firm to identify the corridors for potential growth of industry.
Commissioner L. Frank Rountree made a motion to appoint the committee, seconded by
Commissioner Kenneth Jernigan and the committee members were unanimously
approved.

Interim Manager, Tim Russell, presented a memo requesting an extension of
county water services for a resident on Hardy Askew Lane due to a hardship condition.
There is currently a shallow well that does not have clean water; a purifier has been
installed as well as a new pump.

The house sits one-half mile off of Medical Center Road and only two residences
would be served and the estimated cost would be $25,000 as per Henry Eure, Water
Supervisor. There was no action taken upon this request and indicated that perhaps
obtaining a USDA low interest loan would benefit the resident. The Interim Manager
suggested that the Board look at adopting a policy to extend water availability based on
hardship conditions and other reasons. Mr. Russell indicated that there’s capacity for
expansion and Henry Eure indicated that it took 9 residences per mile in order to recover
the cost. Mike Conner indicated that there were seven homes on Hobbs Lane and wished
that water was available to them.

Interim Manager, Tim Russell, made a request to approve a proposed lease for a
Debris Collection Site as under state and federal regulations counties are required to
identify and secure land where debris can be collected in the event of a natural disaster.
After advertising, two sites were identified and preliminary state approval was granted to
the Rayford Eure site on Harrell’s Church Road, a fifieen acre tract. County Attorney,
Pitt Godwin, has the pertinent information to complete the lease agreement. Upon
motion of Commissioner L. Frank Rountree, seconded by Commissioners Wade Askew,
the Board unanimously agreed to a lease agreement with Rayford Eure for a Debris Site
on Harrell’s Church Road.

Tim Russell, Interim Manager, advised the Board that an inquiry and petition was
received regarding the re-naming of an existing private road: Riddick Street to Williams
Lane. After a brief discussion from the Board, Commissioner Kenneth Jernigan stated he
saw no need to change the name and no action was taken in this matter.

Interim Manager, Tim Russell presented a memo regarding the United States
Navy’s continued search for an Outlying Landing Field. Two of the sites identified are in
Gates County however, it does not appear that either site is high priority but is listed in
the report for future consideration.

Tim Russell, Interim Manager, in regards to the conversion of the Codes
Enforcement Office, to separate Codes Enforcement into a stand-alone department, the
Manager requested that all employees within that department work the same hours.
William (Billy) Riddick was working a 35 hour workweek and the Manager requested
that Mr, Riddick’s schedule be adjusted to a 37.5 (8:30 A.M. to 5 P.M.) hour workweek
and his salary adjusted accordingly. Commissioner Kenneth Jernigan, seconded by
Commissioner Wade Askew, the Board unanimously approved the conversion.

Renee’ McGinnis, Tax Assessor, advised the Board that the Revaluation process
had started. She indicated that there would be 2 sign on the revaluation vehicle and
vehicle information would be given to Central Dispatch in the event the public made an
inquiry. Mrs. McGinnis advised the Board that a mass mailing would go out in the fall.
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Commissioner Kenneth Jernigan inquired about the burned trailer in Whitehurst
Farms. This mobile home burned some time ago and no efforts had been made to clean
up the debris. Randall Cahoon, Planner advised the Board that the property was in
foreclosure and the mortpage company was aware that the purchaser would be
respensible to clean up the site. The mortgage company is in Ohio and there was some
discussion of citing the mortgage company as per the Junk Ordinance and that there was
a car on site also.

Commissicner David Brown announced that the Golden Leaf Foundation of
Rocky Mount awarded a $780,780 grant to completely renovate the Gates County
Community Center. Mr. Russell advised that the Board needed to accept the grant award
and proceed with securing an engineer or an architect in order to allow a contractor to
proceed. No action was taken. Colleen Turner, DSS Director, advised that the Senior
Center could possibly contribute a 25 percent match and Tim Russell indicated that there
was a possibility that a PARTF grant could be obtained for the equipment for the ViQuest
area.

LATE AGENDA
There were no late agenda items.

After a brief break the Board unanimously agreed to enter into Closed Session
upon motion of Commissioner L. Frank Rountree, seconded by Commissioner Wade
Aslcew for the purposes of discussing personnel.

CLOSED SESSION

Commissioner Kenneth Jernigan moved that Melinda Hoggard be appointed
Interim Manager of Gates County at an annual salary of $60,000 effective August 6, 2007
and that the Board allow her time to experience the position before making a decision of
assuming the duties permanently. Commissioner Askew seconded the motion with no
discussion. The motion passed unanimously.

Additionally, the Board asked Melinda to identify someone that could assume
some of her accounting duties during the interim period which would allow her to

concentrate on the duties of the Manager.

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REGULAR MEETING

SEPTEMBER 10, 2007

The Gates County Board of Commissioners met, all members present except
Chairman J. S. Pierce, and afier the approval of the minutes of the last meeting, the
following business was transacted:

Sherri Ellington, Chief Court Counselor of the 1* District, and Dr. Claude Odom,
Eastern Area Administrator, Department of Juvenile Justice and Delinquency Prevention,
came before the Board to discuss collaboration between Juvenile Justice and Delinquency
Prevention and Gates County. Mrs. Ellington presented the Board a copy of their ammmal
report and stated a need for office space to handle Gates County referrals from the
schools and Sheriff’s department. Dr. Odom expressed a need to provide safety and
security for staff, and the need for space in a secure facility.

Copies of the 2007-2008 County Cooperative Agreement with the Division of
Forest Resources was presented. The agreement stated that the County budget for
forestry services was $57,650.00 and upon motion of Commissioner L. Frank Rountree,
seconded by Commissioner Wade Askew, the Agreements were unanimously approved.

Copies of the 2007 Community Waste Reduction and Recycling Grants Program
Documents: Contract Number HOB033 was presented for the board’s review. Interim
Manager Melinda Hoggard stated that the grant was for $5,000 and the County share of
$12,150 was to upgrade /raise the concrete pad at the Roduco Convenience Site and upon
motion of Commissioner Ken Jernigan, seconded by Commissioner Wade Askew, the
Board unanimously approved the Grant.

Patrice Taylor-Lassiter, GITS Director, requested approval to surplus a 2003
Dodge Ram 3500 Conversion Van which has met its life expectancy and has been
replaced and upon motion of Commissioner Kenneth Jernigan, seconded by
Commissioner L. Frank Rountree, the Board unanimously approved the surplus and
disposition of the van.

Governor Michael F. Easley presented a Proclamation for the 2007 Fall Litter
Sweep for the State of North Carolina and encouraged the annual fall statewide roadside
cleanup to ensure clean and beautiful roads in North Carolina. Materials are available in
the County Manager’s Office for individuals or groups that are interested in volunteering
for the cleanup.

A flyer for the Residential Tire Cleanup for Gates County was included in the
Commissioners agenda package. Tires will be collected at the four sites as follows:
Gates: September 1 thra October 1, 2007; Roduco: October 1 thru November 1, 2007;
Hobbsville: November 1 thru December 1, 2007; and Sunbury: December 1 thru January
1,2008.

Paul Toti came before the Board of Commissioners to discuss the Board holding a
night meeting in the Courtroom each month at 7 P.M. to accommodate working people.
Secondly he stated that he had requested for the fourth or fifth time to change the 175 f
road frontage as he felt 175 feet was too much and created a hardship on clients. Third,
he stated that a variance request fee cost $500 and the fee was too excessive. Fourth he
stated that two lots make up a Minor Subdivision and he felt it should be four lots. Fifth,
rezoning was required in order to cut out one lot in an agricultural zone. He felt thata
Minor Subdivision should be allowed without re-zoning. He further stated that zoning
was important and it was needed.

Upon motion of Wade Askew, seconded by Commiissioner L. Frank Rountree, the
following charge to the Tax Collector was unanimously approved:

You are hereby authorized, empowered, and commanded to collect the taxes set
forth in the tax records filed in the office of Tax Assessor and/or Collector and in the tax SN
receipts herewith delivered to you, in the amounts and from the taxpayers likewise '
therein set forth. Such taxes are hereby declared to be the first lien upon all real property
of the respective taxpayers in the County of Gates, and this order shall be a full and
sufficient authority to direct, require and enable you to levy on and sell any real or
personal property of such taxpayers, for and on account thereof, in accordance with law.

Randall Cahoon, Director of Planning & Development Services, was not present
at the September 10" meeting and [tems A. thru G. and L. were to be carried over till the
September 17" meeting.
A Public Hearing was set for November 5, 2007 to discuss Zoning and upon
motion of Commissioner Kenneth Jernigan, seconded by Wade Askew; the Board
unanimously approved the Public Hearing.
Melinda Hoggard, Finance Officer, presented Budget Amendments numbers 12
thru 15 and uspor motion of Commissioner Kenneth Jernigan, seconded by Commissioner
Wade Askew, the Board unanimously approved the Budget Amendments.
Tim Russell, previous Interim Manager asked David Brown to have the Board TN

reconsider changing a road name. Commissioner Brown asked Melinda to place this item
back on the agenda for the September 10, 2007 Commissioners Meeting. As per the
general statutes, she advised that in order to change a road name, a public hearing must
be held. Commissioner Jernigan had no objection to changes if any landowner requesting
such change was willing to pay the advertising, signage cost, etc. The Board directed
Melinda to inquire about implementing a policy/procedure/fee for road name changes.

Interim Manager, Melinda Hoggard, presented a memorandum regarding GITS
relocation to the EIC building and updates necessary to make the building handicapped
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accessible. She indicated that she was expecting a report from Reed Thomas regarding
the historical aspect of the building. It was suggested that the Building Inspector could
make a list of updates needed to bring the building into handicap compliance and identify
building codes specific to historical restoration.

Interim Manager, Metinda Hoggard, requested approval for overnight travel to
Chapel Hill for a County Administration Course offered by the Institute of Government
and upon motion of Commissioner Kenneth Jernigan, seconded by Commissioner L.
Frank Rountree, the board unanimously approved the travel.

Interim Manager, Melinda Hoggard, presented a memorandum regarding potential
uses for Medicaid relief and possibilities of funding several items to include: funding the
cost of living adjustment for Gates County Schools; funding the reclassifications
proposed for deputies; applying funds received to debt service for the Department of
Social Services building to reduce the term; and funding renovations to the old DSS
building. As per conversation with Rebecca Troutman, she feels that we will receive
$500,000 reduced by $138,000 actual relief difference. Currently we are $59,000 short -
for debt service and school administration funds; Colleen Turner, DSS Director requested
a Social Worker IAT position for DSS due to growth of programs reaching a erisis point
and caseloads exceeding state standards. Mr. William Harrell and Mr. Biily Presley, DSS
Board Members were present to ask the Board to support funding that position.

A memorandum regarding the Community Center Project was presented by
Interim Manager, Melinda Hoggard. She advised the Board that the County holds the
title to the building and is county owned; there is joint use of the building and the schools
oversee the operational budget. Melinda advised the Board that as per her conversation
with Dallas Tucker regarding the PARTF grant match, there were timing difficulties as
grants were due January 1 and awarded in June or July. PARTF requires a fifty percent
match only due to timing constraints and Commissioner Jernigan suggested that Golden
Leaf funds not be used as match. Commissioner Jernigan indicated that in order to
purchase land and/or equipment with the grant, we needed to move forward and have the
money for the proposed expansion (addition on the side of the Community Center for the
Senior Center). Colleen Turner indicated that there is a bill in the General Assembly to
lobby for funds in the FY 08-09 related to administration of Senior Center. The
Commissioners set a Community Center Committee to consist of: Kenneth Jernigan,
Commissioner; Reba Green-Holley, Cooperative Extension Director; Esther Lassiter,
Gates Partners for Health; Lulu Eure, Director of the Community Center; Melinda
Hoggard, Interim Manager; and Jennifer Curly, parent/pubic sector. Colleen Turner
submitted a request for support in supporting rationale for the co-location of the Senior
Center at the Community Center to include: centrally located for county-wide access,
continued provision for Senior Nutrition Program without disruption/relocation; promote
inter-generational activity planning; maximizes county resources including land, facilities
and personnel; supports the development of a Parks and Recreation Department; prevents
duplication of efforts (commercial kitchen, fitness room, etc); existing Community
Center grounds lend sufficient space for a 6,000 square foot addition without intrusion on
existing recreational facilities or need for additional land.

Melinda Hoggard, Interim Manger, submitted a memorandum seeking guidance
on what the Board wanted to do with the old DSS building. A copy of the floor plan was
presented.

Upon motion of Commissioner Kenneth Jernigan, seconded by Wade Askew, the
Board unanimously agreed to recess for a luncheon/presentation with the Cooperative
Extension Service after touring the old Department of Social Service building.

The Board reconvened and Commissioner David Brown indicated his priority was
to upgrade the Sheriff’s department pay grade to grade 61 effective January 2008 and
upon motion of Commissioner Kenneth Jernigan, seconded by Wade Askew, the board
voted unanimously to approve the salary upgrade for the Sheriff's department.
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Commissioners Kenneth Jernigan and David Brown were delegated to meet with
the Board of Education to discuss the Community Center. Interim Manager, Melinda
Hoggard, was asked to schedule the meeting.

Upon motion of Commissiener L. Frank Rountree, seconded by Commissioner
Wade Askew, the Board unanimously agreed to accept the Golden Leaf Foundation grant
for $780,780 to rehab the Gates County Community Center. The Grantee
Acknowledgment and Agreement was tabled. No start date was set as required by the
Foundation. .

The Board asked Virginia Moore, Elections Director, if she would like to move.
Mers. Moore indicated that she did not plan to move and approval of a moving request
would have to be approved by the Department of Justice. She indicated security,
networking, one stop voting, and lack of a vault to store ballots were reasons not to move.
Commissioner Brown indicated that he would like to give Reba the space currently used
for Elections back to Cooperative Extension. Commissioner Brown directed Interim
Manager, Melinda Hoggard, and Virginia Moore, Elections Director to figure out the cost
of moving. The Board asked Mrs. Moore if she would consider moving into the Planning
& Development/Inspections Department and she indicated that she would not move into
that space as the building was not handicapped accessible and the building needed to be
torched.

Melinda Hoggard, Interim Manager, presented a proposed reclassification for the
Emergency Management Coordinator/Chief Telecommunicator position pay grade 65 to
a pay grade 67 to accommodate the increased focus on Emergency Management as well
as the additional responsibility of Fire Marshall and upon motion of Commissioner
Kenneth Jernigan, seconded by Commissioner L. Frank Rountree, the board unanimously
approved the reclassification.

Interim Manager, Melinda Hoggard, presented a memorandum regarding radio
equipment at the Fire Tower. Scott Sheets with the NC Forestry Service advised Melinda
that Gates County may need to find a new location to house our radio equipment. The
Forestry Service no longer uses the fire tower and Roanoke Chowan Community College
has expressed an interest in obtaining the tower. The radio equipment is old and needs to
be replaced and could cost the county around $15,000 to $16,000. Mrs. Hoggard advised
the Board that she and Billy Winn, Emergency Management Coordinator/Chief
Telecomunicator will be meeting with Richard Taylor to further discuss this matter.

Melinda Hoggard, Interim Manager, presented a memorandum regarding
inspection permit fees suggested by Edgar Mitchell, Codes Enforcement Officer. He
submitted fees for Camden, Pasquotank and Elizabeth City. The Board asked that Edgar
obtain an average of six surrounding counties building inspection fees for comparison.

In a letter from Carole C. Smith, President of the Gates County Rotary Club, in
response to a February 12 letter, the Rotary Club and the Sunbury Ruritan Club voted to
donate $1,000.00 toward installing weather resistant plywood on all exposed windews
and exterior doors at Sunbury School. Commissioner David Brown indicated that he
would like to accept the money, appropriate a $1,000 match, and have the plywood
installed as soon as possible and upon motion of Commissioner Kenneth Jernigan,
seconded by Commissioner Wade Askew, it was unanimously approved.

Upon motion of Commissioner Wade Askew, seconded by Commissioner
Kenneth Jernigan, the Board unanimously agreed to enter into Closed Session.

Upon motion of Commissioner I.. Frank Rountree, seconded by Kenneth
Jernigan, the Board unanimously agreed to re-enter in Regular Session.

Mr. and Mrs. Joshua Costen were present to discuss a request related to the
relocation of a mobile home owned by the two. Planning Director, Randy Cahoon spoke
with the Board of Commissicners on their behalf regarding the need for a rezoning. The
Planning Board has continued the request at a couple of meetings, and Mr. Cahoon
shared the couples concern for the delay.

Mr. Paul Toti was present to discuss his concerns with several items pertaining to
development in the county. He felt that the county should not require a rezoning for a
minor subdivision. The number of lots for a minor subdivision should be increased to 3
to 4 lots. Mr. Toti also expressed his desire to have the minimum road frontage
requirement decreased from 175 feet. He requested that the Board consider decreasing
the variance fee from $500 to $200, or make the fee refundable. He also felt that
requiring 15 plats was too many. Commissioner Brown asked Planning Director, Randy
Cahoon to review the fee of $500 to make sure that it was a fair fee.

Emergency Management Coordinator, Billy Winn submitted a proposed
ordinance on a county burning ban in order to cover areas outside of the state’s
Jjurisdiction (within 100 feet from structures). Interim Manger, Melinda Hoggard advised
the Board that she had been unable to obtain information regarding the proper procedure
for enacting such an ordinance. The Board asked her to research this item for the next
meeting.

Planning Director Randy Cahoon was present to present several items including
the planning board agenda, planning board minutes, and the technical review committee
minutes. Mr. Cahoon noted that Planning and Development Services had ceased issuing
burn permits. They were now available online. Mr. Cahoon also presented a memo
regarding the Mando property and expressed that conversations with the mortgage
company had indicated that they were going to begin cleaning up the property. Mr.
Cahoon presented a memo regarding a variance request from Mr. and Mrs. Hesse. This
request has been denied due because there is no legal way to grant her variance request.
Mr. Cahoon presented an update to the Board of Commissicners that Mr. Tinkham has
withdrawn his request to rezone his property to commercial. Mr. Cahoon also presented
a letter regarding the Lambert property and the history of its use as a rental property,
which allows the department to issue a zoning permit. Mr. Cahoon also presented a
memo to the Board regarding the rezoning requests. He indicated that rezoning will take
approximately four months. Mr. Cahoon also presented the monthly inspections report as
well as a brief presentation on spot zoning. Mr. Cahoon presented a memo to the Board
in regards to the side effects of narrowing lot widths, noting that 15 plats were required
for the Boards to view without straining eyes, and that the $650 variance request was
primarily to cover the costs that the County incurred to review the requests. Mr. Cahoon
presented a proposal for the Lilly Buck major subdivision which the Technical Review
Committee conditionally approved. Commissioner Jernigan made a motion to approve
the subdivision as drawn, Commissioner Askew seconded. There was no opposition.
Commissioner Brown requested that Mr. Cahoon provide the planning board minutes
from the previous week’s meeting at the Commissioners’ meeting so as to help the Board
in making decisions.

Interim Manager, Melinda Hoggard presented a memo regarding a request by
Edgar Mitchell, Building Inspector, to alter the operating hours of the inspections
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department in order to accommodate the contractor schedules. Commissioner Jernigan
expressed that he had no opposition to altering the hours, but felt that the hours for the
secretary should be set hours during the regular County operating hours.

Interim Manager, Melinda Hoggard requested the Commissioner’s input in the
selection of an interview committee for the Utilities Director position that was advertised.
Commissioner Jernigan requested that the position be readvertised for two weeks as an
Assistant Water Supervisor with lesser qualification requirements allowing the candidate
to work toward certifications. The Board of Commissioners suggested that the following
people might take part in the interview commitiee: Melinda Hoggard, Henry “Bud”
Eure, Bill Diehl, David Brown, and Wade Askew.

Interim Manager, Melinda Hoggard, presented a resolution adopted by the
Association of County Commissioners that should be forwarded to Senator Jones and
Representative Mobley. Ms. Hoggard indicated that she would forward on behalf of the
Board.

Interim Manager, Melinda Hoggard, presented a memo regarding Governor
Easley’s request to the US Department of Agriculture to declare Gates County a disaster
area due to crop losses due to drought situations. Approval by the USDA would
authorize Farm Service Agencies to make low interest emergency credit loans.

Interim Manager, Melinda Hoggard, presented a reselution authorizing Gates
County Board of Elections to hold a referendum on collecting a .4% land transfer tax, A
motion to accept this item was made by Commissioner Askew and seconded by
Commissioner L. Frank Rountree. There was no opposition.

Interim Manager, Melinda Hoggard, presented a memo regarding the possible
relocation of the responsibility of addressing from Emergency Management to Planning
and Development Services. The Board of Commissioners had no concern with this
suggestion. Ms. Hoggard agreed to work with all departments involved to make sure that
mformation was passed to the necessary departments on a timely basis.

Late Appearances

Kenny Buck expressed to the Board of Commissioners that he had intentions of
widening and recoating the roadway in his subdivision as soon as most of the
development had occurred. He also indicated that he was working with Dennis Utt
regarding water supply for the fire departments in the form of a retention pond. The
Board of Commissioners requested that Interim Manger, Melinda Hogpard, speak with
Dennis Utt to see where the Buck property stood.

Earl Rountree expressed his interest in having road widths addressed. He also
expressed his concern about Sunbury School and the need to demolish the school. He
expressed his desire to have the Board of Commissioners set a deadline.

Renee McGinnis announced that the GIS website is up and running. She is
working with area surveyors to work out the kinks of the program.

Commissioner Jernigan made a motion to enter into closed session in order to
discuss personnel issues. Commissioner L. Frank Rountree seconded. There was no
opposition.

Commissioner Jernigan made a motion to re enter regular session. Commissioner
L. Frank Rountree seconded. There was no opposition.

Commissioner Jernigan made a motion to adjourn the meeting. Commissioner
Askew seconded. There was no opposition. :

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Special Called Commissioners Meeting

September 24, 2007

The Gates County Board of Commissioners met in Special Session on September
24, 2007 regarding the proposed Outlying Landing Field sites in Gates County. The
session was an informational session intended to provide information to the citizens of
the County and make them aware of the Board’s opposition to the OLF siting in Gates
County.

Commissioner David Brown opened up the meeting by notifying citizens of the
Commissioners’ involvement in meetings earlier in the day, and scheduled meetings in
the future. Commissioner Brown encouraged the citizens of the County to collectively
form one group against the OLF and select representatives to correspond with county
management. He also indicated the importance of joining forces with other Counties, and
fighting regionally.

Commissioner Brown notified the citizens that the Board’s knowledge of this site
was very little and came about very suddenly. He indicated that the Board supports the
military and its efforts; however, the Board unanimously feels that Gates County is not an
appropriate location for the facility.

Commissioner Brown indicated that Gates County is a poor County, pulling the
majority of its revenue from property tax. With this property being exempt from property
tax, Gates County is not in a position to afford this facility, and the potential impacts on
further development. The Navy is looking to purchase 2,000 acres for a Ianding strip. In
addition, anywhere from 11,000 to 30,000 additional acres will be affected, possibly have
easements and crop restrictions. Anyoene who lives in the 75 decibel contour will have to
be relocated. Within the 60 decibel range, there are a total of 151 homes in the
Sandbanks area, and 145 homes in the Hobbsville area. These homes will have to option
to be relocated. The facility will be used for touch and go operations to simulate landing
at night on an air craft carrier. There will be approximately 13,600 flights, all of which
will take place around dusk. Six jets will arrive and practice for an hour and a half, It
will create approximately 50 jobs, most of which will be security and firefighters. There
are approximately 21 proposed sites which will be narrowed down to 3 to 5 sites by
November 15, 2007. Further study of these sites will take 18-24 months.

The 2003 OLF Siting Study indicates that someone in Gates County government
was contacted on May 15, 2001 by the Navy regarding 2 proposed sites in Gates County.
Current management and Board members have no knowledge of that meeting.
Commissioner Brown quoted the intent of the study, which indicated that the OLF was
unnecessary, but was being considered to provide training flexibility and to mitigate
noise issues for the communities of Chesapeake and Virginia Beach. Commissioner
Brown indicated that residents of those cities chose to live near the noise; our citizens
chose to live in Gates County in the peace and serenity.

Laura Dickerson spoke for the “Citizens Against OLF” group that has been
formed. She expressed concerns for the air and water quality for her children and
property values. She invited the citizens of Gates County to attend the next No OLF
meeting on Sunday night at the Gates County High School football field at 7:00 pm.

Paulette Wester notified the public of her contacts with Congressman
Butterfield’s Office. She wanted to pass along his suggestions to the citizen group.

John Thomas Byrum spoke out against the site being located in North Carolina.
He indicated that the problem was created in Virginia and should be fixed in Virginia.

Debra Vaughn spoke out against the OLF in Gates County. She asked citizens to
notice the roads, smells, and crops. She indicated that if the OLF comes to Gates County,
some of that will not be here anymore. She indicated that 80 decibels was equivalent to a
vacuum. She indicated that money is not everything.



Donna Conner spoke about her family being heart broken at the thought of an
OLF being sited in Gates County. Gates County is at the beginning of our struggle.

Sharon Jones indicated that she knew what Gates County could do when they
pulled together. She requested that the County pull together to keep what we now have.

Robin Gatling indicated that it was important for the County to work together to
keep from being displaced.

Commissioner Brown indicated that he was eager to start the fight as one
cohesive unit. We don’t have to reinvent the wheel because there are others who are
more than willing to help. He indicated that if this OLF is located in Gates County, we
lose no matter what.

Due to the size of the crowd, the Board dismissed the first group, and held a
second meeting with the facts only as given before for a new group of citizens.

Upon motion by Commissioner Jernigan, and a second by Commissioner Askew,
the meeting was adjourned.

REGULAR MELETING

Qctober 1, 2007

The Gates County Board of Commissioners met, all members present except
Chairman J. S. Pierce, and after the approval of the minutes for September, 2007, the
following business was transacted:

Mr. Burt Banks, Director of the Albemarle Commission came before the Board to
introduce himself and explain what the Commission does for Gates County. He indicated
that there are 234 individuals served by the Nutrition Program, 87 individuals served by
the Aging Program and 38 individuals served by the Worlkforee Development.

The County pays over $7,000 in dues and Chairman J. S. Pierce serves on their board
which meets every third Thursday of each month. The Commission will be working on
clean water issues and affordable housing. He advised the Board that there was a
revolving loan fund to help individuals that might not have enough money in the bank to
acquire a loan.

Two Fiscal Monitering Reports for Roanoke Chowan Human Services and East
Carolina Behavioral Health were presented for the Boards review.

Lulu Eure, Director of the Gates County Community Center submitted a request
for a truck, computer and secretary. Melinda Hoggard, Finance Officer, advised that
there wasn’t funding and there was $7,200 in salary appropriations but it had been a
practice in Gates County not to use lapsed salary. The truck that Lulu Eure was
interested in has been sold by the Board of Education. Commissioner Jernigan felt that
she needed a dependable vehicle and the Board needed to try to find the money from
someplace. The question was asked if there was a surplus vehicle the she could use.

In her email, Lulu Eure asked for a computer for the secretary. Finance Officer,
‘Wendy Forseman, with the Board of Education indicated that she has offered a TRA
program which was a simple program computer system like ones that were used in the
school. The licenses were around $300 per year.

Melinda Hoggard, Finance Officer, advised that the position had been advertised
and that when Lulu obtained a good pool of applicants, she would start the selection
process.

Gracie Pierce, Department of Social Services employee, was recognized for her
participation in the 10X Steps Program and for taking steps to improve her health and
well being. She was awarded a neck massager.

Randall Cahoon, Director of the Planning and Development Services presented a
Findings of Fact for the Clarence Cross Rezoning Request. Mr. Cross owns three parcels
of land on US 13 on which septic tanks have been installed. He intends to install
manufactured homes purchased from a dealer in Clayton in August 2006 for rental
purposes on at least one lot. This property is zoned R-1 and he has requested to rezone
from a R-1 to a RMH-1. He is not eligible for a Special Use Permit and “use variances”
violate the NC Constitution. A site inspection was made in August 2007 of the three lot
subdivision and the neighboring properties. The majority of housing in the immediate
area and along US 13 are site built, several brick. At the Planning Board Meeting on
September 18, 2007 a unanimous vote was cast to decline Mr. Cross’ request for rezoning
due to the fact that his request amounts to a spot zoning. Upon motion of Commissioner
L. Frank Rountree, seconded by Commissioner Kenneth Jernigan, the Board
unanimously voted to deny the rezoning request and uphold the Planning Boards
decision.

Brenda and Joshua Costen came before the Board with a rezoning request for a
parcel of land on 069 Cooper Road in Sunbury that was inherited by Mrs. Costen. There
is a frame built house on the ot which is dilapidated. They wish to remove the old house
and place a 1999 Gold Medal manufactured home owned by Joshua Costen which is



currently on rental property. Fees were paid for rezoning in July 2007 and a site
inspection was done in August 2007 in which six houses were site built and the
remainders were singlewide or doublewide manufactured homes. The Planning Board
made a recommendation to hold a Public Hearing on November 5 to consider rezoning of
the entire length of Cooper Road from NC 32 to Beamon Road and upon motion of
Commissioner Kenneth Jernigan, seconded by Commissioner Wade Askew, the Board
unanimously agreed to hold a Public Hearing November 5 for rezoning of Cooper Road
to RMHI.

The Building Inspectors Report for September 2007 was presented.

Adrian Cox, a Planner with Albemarle Commission, came before the Board
to present the Bylaws of the Albemarle Rural Planning Organization Technical
Coordinating Committee, the Albemarle Rural Planning Organization Transportation
Advisory Committee Bylaws and the Memorandum of Understanding for Cooperative,
Comprehensive and Continuing Transportation Planning and the Establishment of a Rural
Transportation Planning Organization for the Counties of Camden, Chowan, Currituck,
Dare, Gates, Hyde, Pasquotank, Perquimans, Tyrrell, and Washington and the
municipalities therein, and the North Carolina Department of Transportation. Upon
motion of Commissioner Wade Askew, seconded by Commissioner Kenneth Jernigan,
the Board unanimously accepted the Memorandum.

In a memorandum, Interim Manager, Melinda Hoggard updated the board on the
Community Center architect selection. In August, 2 Request for Statements of
Qualifications was mailed to eight architectural firms in the state and she received one
letter of interest in the design of the building only. The Commissioners instructed
Melinda to seck additional architects for the Community Center project omitting the
skateboard park. Liability insurance information relative to the skateboard park was
included for the board’s information.

Melinda Hoggard, Interim Manager, discussed the proposed employee reco gnition
program and upon motion of Commissioner Kenneth Jernigan, seconded by
Commissioner L. Frank Rountree the Board unanimously approved the Christmas Bonus
program. A copy of the chart with years of experience and amount of bonus was
included for the Boards review and a copy in on file with the Interim Manager/Finance
Officer.

Melinda Hoggard, Interim Manager, updated the Board of the proposed moves
from the Courthouse to the old Department of Social Services Building. She indicated
that the building was ready for renovations, bathrooms, wiring, etc. Mrs. Ho geard was
instructed to check into cost of a drop-box for the water and tax department.

A resolution regarding the OLF in Gates County was presented and upon motion
of Commissioner Kenneth Jernigan, seconded by Commissioner L. Frank Rountree, the
Board unanimously approved the resolution. A copy is as follows:

RESOLUTION

WHEREAS, Governor Easley formed a study group charged with examining and reporting on the strategic,
environmental and economic impacts of the proposed Navy outlying landing field (OLF) in North Carolina
in February of 2004; and

WHEREAS, the Navy and the North Carolina Department of Environment and Natural Resources have
proposed four new potential OLF sites in Northeast North Carolina to the Governor’s OLF Study Group on
September 19, 2007; and

WHEREAS, the Navy reported to the OLF Study Group that the proposed OLF would be used primarily by
aircraft stationed at Oceana Naval Air Station at Virginia Beach, VA and not at Cherry Point Marine Corps
Air Station at Havelock, NC; and

WHEREAS, these new proposed sites are in addition to other Northeast North Carolina sites identified and
studied in 2002 for consideration by the Navy; and

WHEREAS, Northeast North Carolina would not recognize any benefits from an OLF at any of the
previously identified or newly proposed sites; and

WHEREAS, Northeast North Carolina would only receive detrimental impacts on our citizens should an
OLF be located in the region.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, the Gates County Board of Commissioners opposes locating a
new outlying landing field in Gates County or in Northeast North Carolina;

FURTHER, BE IT RESOLVED, the Gates County Board of Commissioners believes that an OLF to
primarily support Oceana Naval Air Station should be located in Virginia and not North Carolina;

AND BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, the Gates County Board of Commissioners requests more

representatives from the counties of Camden, Chowan, Currituck, Gates, Hertford, Pasquotank, and
Perquimans on the Governor’s OLF Study Group.

Billy Winn, Director of Emergency Services, came before the Board to discuss
Wired and Wireless 911 funds. He stated that in January, 2008 all Wired 911 funds will
be turned over to each county for a one time lump sum return to the General Fund which
is expected to be $119,372. His recommendation for use of these funds included
expansion of the emergency communications network to include a tower space at the
high school, a new radio, repeater, and associated equipment that would replace our 40
year old system and a vehicle and associated cost for the Emergency Services Director.

Billy also indicated that Wireless 911 funds were legislatively assigned to provide
setup, maintenance and upgrades to 911 centers and according to Mr. Taylor “there is no
reason why we don’t have the iatest and greatest”. According to the Finance Department
it is estimated that there will be $340,929 by the end of the calendar year and Billy would
like to plan a full scale revitalization of our 911 center for early 2008.

The 911 request were tabled until the county could obtain prices the 911 system
and look for a vehicle which could be obtained through the state contract. Commissioner
Brown suggested uniforms for the 911 staff. It was also noted that some monies should
be reserved for contingencies.
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Billy Winn, Fire Marshall, reported that there were some needed investigations
and he was registered for classes in order to obtain his certificate. He reported that he
had two new part-time dispatchers who were doing a great job.

The Board agreed to hold a Public Hearing November 5, 2007 at 10:00 AM. to
discuss the road name change from Riddick Street to Williams Lane. Melinda Hoggard,
Interim Manager, contacted the Institute of Government and they indicated that it is

permissible to charge for the cost of the public hearing and signage.

There was discussion regarding possible dates for a joint meeting with members
of the Board of Education and two Commissioners, Kenneth Jernigan and David Brown,
regarding operations of the Gates County Community Center. Dr. Zenobia Smallwood,
Superintendent of Gates County Schools, indicated that she felt any afternoon between 3
and 6 were better times for her Board. No dates were set at meeting time.

Melinda Hoggard, Interim Manager, presented a revision to the request for
changes in permit fees. The matter was tabled until the November, 2007 meeting so that
a study to determine the cost of operating the Inspections Department as an Enterprise
Fund could be done.

Colleen Turner, Director of the Department of Social Services, presented a
revised request for a less costly position for her department. Due to the recent resignation
of Angel Casiano and under staffing she encounters, she proposed an idea to meet the
immediate and short-term needs to DSS with as little impact on the County as possible by
establishing a Community Employment Case Manager position in lieu ofthe SWIAT
and SW 11 position originally requested. Mrs. Turner proposed the additional funding of
$8.553 to come from Medicaid monies as it was the only available source of revenue.
Upon motion of Commissioner Wade Askew, seconded by Commissioner L. Frank
Rountree, the Board unanimously approved the position.

Reba Green-Holley indicated to the Board that she was waiting for a report from
the Historic Office regarding the EIC building and necessary steps to take to officially get
the building on the register, It was discussed that an assessment of total electrical and
plumbing, a handicapped accessible ramp, fencing for vans, and a plaque with the old
school name be done. It was requested that the Building Inspector access the building for
needed repairs.

Also, Reba Green-Holley requested a 4-H Agent position and was forwarding a
proposal to the state for a 25 to 50 percent county match.

Commissioner Wade Askew asked the Board’s approval for two-step pay
increase, pay grade 59 to 61, for the four men in the Water Department that worked under
Bud Eure. This matter was tabled until 3™ Monday in November, 2007 so that a survey
of surrounding counties could be done.

CLOSED SESSION

Commissioner Kenneth Jernigan made a motion te enter into Closed Session to
discuss a legal matter, seconded by Commissioner Wade Askew, and was unanimously
approved by the Board.

Upon motion of Commissioner Kenneth J ernigan, seconded by Commissioner
Wade Askew, the Board re-entered into Regular Session.

A Public Hearing was set for November 5, 2007 to amend the Development
Ordinance to eliminate the road requirements applicable to 10 acre subdivisions as we do
not have statutory authority to enact these requirements.

Interim Manager, Melinda Hoggard, indicated that she and Renee’ McGinnis
would be attending and OLF meeting in Raleigh on October 4™ at 10 A.M. She indicated
that they would not be allowed to speak.
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Tiwas recommended that brochures regarding the referendum on Land Transfer
Tax be distributed throughout the County in order to inform and get information out to

the public.

It was noted that the first Board of Adjustments Meeting would be held Tuesday,

October 2.

Commissioner Wade Askew inquired if there was anything that could be done to
save Ray’s Beach. It was indicated that the land was now Wildlife Land and there wasn’t
anything that could be done to save the private club. A further report indicated that the
few people who did continue to frequent the private club had vehicles vandalized, etc.

REGULAR MEETING

November 5, 2007

The Gates County Board of Commissioners met, all members present, and after
the approval of the minutes of the October 1, 2007 meeting, the following business was
transacted:

A Public Hearing was held for the purpose of renaming Riddick Street to
Williams Lane. Commissioner Kenneth Jernigan made a motion to approve the
renaming, seconded by Commissioner Wade Askew, and the motion was unanimously
approved by the Board.

A Public Hearing was held for the purpose of amending the Official Zoning Map.
The zoning map for Cooper Road, SR 1406 from NC 32 North to Beamon Road was
changed from R-1 to RMH-1 as per motion of Commissioner David Brown, seconded by
Commissioner Kenneth Jernigan. This motion was unanimously passed as presented by
Planner Randall Cahoon and noted in the motion that the change is in compliance with
the CAMA Land Use Plan. Several citizens from Cooper Road were present.

Mrs. Esther Lassiter, Gates Partners for Health was present to give the Board an
update on the Healthy Carolinian Conference held October 11" and 12" and the first
Family Fun & Fitness Day held October 20". Mrs, Lassiter also gave a quarterly report
on the Gates Partners for Health. Additionally she presented a thank you letter to the
Board for their financial support in the 2007-08 fiscal year.

Jerry Parks, MPH, Health Director for the Albemarle Regional Health Services,
submitted a Resolution for Smoke-Free Environments for the Boards review and upon
motion of Commissioner David Brown, seconded by Commissioner L. Frank Rountree,
the board unanimously approved the Resolution.

Randall Cahoon, Director of Planning & Development Services, presented the
Planning Board Agenda, Draft Minutes of the Planning Board and the Building
Inspector’s Report for the Board review.

Randall Cahoon presented Preliminary Plat Review for Rooks Landing West &
Paige Riddick Tract, Lots 19 thru 23. This matter was tabled for further study as per
motion of Commissioner Kenneth Jernigan, seconded by Commissioner L. Frank
Rountree and by unanimous vote.

A Public Hearing was held to Amend the Gates County Zoning Ordinance and the
amendment to comply with the CAMA Land Use Plan was approved upon motion of
Commissioner Kenneth Jernigan, seconded by Cominissioner Wade Askew and was
unanimously approved by the Board. Rev. Wesley J. Boone spoke regarding a family
tract that was intherited and to be divided three ways. The heirs wish to sell one lot out.

Mr. Cahoon requested a Public Hearing December 3, 2007 to discuss Rezoning
for T. C. Eure, from A-1 to R-1 for a six lot subdivision of a ten acre parcel. This request
was tabled for evaluation upon motion of Commissioner David Brown, seconded by
Commissioner Kenneth Jernigan. Randy indicated that Secretary Valerie Tripp or Code
Enforcement Officer Larry Benthall would identify the number of properties: mobile
homes verses houses.

Additionally a Public Hearing for December 3, 2007 was requested to discuss
Rezoning for Bill Bartlett/Forest Hills PUD; from A-1 to R-1, 135 acres, 115 acre major
subdivision that abuts numerous lots currently zoned R-1. The matter was table upon
motion of Commissioner David Brown, seconded by Commissioner Wade Askew and
unanimous vote by the Board so that a site visit and count of properties can be made.

Randall Cahoon requested a Public Hearing December 3, 2007 for the purpose of
revising the Development Ordinance and upon motion of Commissioner Kenneth
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Jernigan, seconded by Commissioner L. Frank Rountree the Board unanimously
approved the Public Hearing.

Randall Cahoon requested a Public Hearing December 3, 2007 due to a request
from Clarence Cross’ re-zoning request for doublewides and upon motion of
Commissioner David Brown, seconded by Commissioner Kenneth J ernigan, the Board
unanimously approved the Public Hearing,

Sheriff Edward Webb came before the Board to discuss relocation and request
that his office space remain where it is due to security of judges, court personnel, officers
and inmates and upon motion of Commissioner Kenneth Jernigan, seconded by
Commissioner L. Frank Rountree the Board unanimously approved his request.

Commissioner David Brown requested that the Board finalize space allocation for
the old DSS building at the next meeting,

Billy Winn, E911 Director, came before the Board to revisit the State enacted
Burn Ban ordinance. The current law indicates that 48 hours after a Statewide Burn Ban
is enacted the Forest Service is required to cite the landowner with a misdemeanor
criminal offense. The caveat to that scenario is their jurisdiction is 100’ or greater from
any occupied dwelling. The domestic fire danger is actually higher in the areas that the
Forest Service can not regulate. The ordinance will allow for local control of errant fires
and relieve confusion of citizens and responders alike and upon motion of Commissioner
Kenneth Jernigan, seconded by Commissioner David Brown the Board unanimously
agreed to accept the Burn Ban. It was suggested that the current burn ban be run by the
county attorney for his review and comments.

Billy Winn, E911 Director and Henry C. “Bud” Eure, Water Supervisor, came
before the Board to discuss water conservation. Governor Michael F. Easley has asked
that municipalities take strong steps to reduce demand by 50 percent. He asked that
watering lawns, shrubs, flowers, washing cars, etc be eliminated and used for only
necessary purposes. The Board asked Cal Bryant, Editor of the Index to ask citizens to
conserve.

Melinda Hoggard, Interim Managef, presented the following items:

A memorandum regarding high speed internet was presented. The e-NC Authority
submitted request for proposals offering incentives funding to providers of high speed
internet service in order to increase the access to currently un-served households in four
NC counties with less than 50% high speed internet accessibility. They have requested
the Board prioritize areas within the County that should be addressed by this project,
Melinda indicated that Highway 158, 32 and 37 are being considered. Commissioner
Kenneth Jernigan indicated that Melinda and Reba Green Holley should move forward
with the project.

Edgar Mitchell, Director of Inspections, presented a chart of proposed Inspection
Fees., Commissioner David Brown felt that plumbing should be $65, temporary pole
should be $35, in-ground pool $60 and Commissioner Kenneth J ernigan felt that gas
piping should be $40. Commissioner David Brown made a motion to adopt the
Inspection Fees with the four noted changes, seconded by Commissioner L. Frank
Rountree and unanimously approved by the Board. Inspection Fees are effective
immediately.

Brad Gardner presented a memo regarding the increased cost for the Roduco
Convenience site. Metal rails for this site have gone up in price and will therefore cost an
additional $1,179.44. The Board approved the additional charges and gave Finance
Officer Melinda Hoggard permission to handle the change by a budget amendment.

A Resolution from Sunbury Ruritan Club regarding OLF was read.
Commissioner David Brown indicated that he felt a copy of the Resolution should be
mailed to the Governor. Commissioner Kenneth Jernigan indicated he had a letter from
Roanoke Electric opposing OLF that could be included.
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Jeff Mitchell of the Beaver Lake Ski Club presented a letter requesting financial
support for the pro water ski event to be held June 7-8, 2008 and upon motion of
Commissioner David Brown, seconded by Commissioner Kenneth Jernigan, the Board
unanimously approved a $1,000 appropriation.

As an FY1, Bridge Replacement News from the Department of Transportation
was presented and it indicated that the bridge on Kellogg Fork Road, SR 1320 was up for
replacement. Commissioner Jernigan indicated that the Millpond Bridge was nearing
completion.

The Quarterly Fiscal Monitoring Report for the period ending September 30, 2007
for the Division of Mental Health, Developmental Disabilities & Substance Abuse
Services was presented for the Board’s review.

Diane Taylor, Substance Abuse Prevention Coordinator for The Uplift
Foundation, partnering with the East Carolina Behavioral Health, came before the Board
to discuss underage drinking and alcohol related car crashes and fatalities in Gates
County. Gates County is one of 18 counties selected to participate in a state initiative and
part of the initiative is to form a Community Advisory Panel (CAP). Mrs. Taylor
indicated that she needed office space for three staff members and there was funding for
rent.

The Lions Club Christmas Parade will be held December 8%, 2007 at 3 P.M. A
car will not be provided this year.

A listing of the Juvenile Crime Prevention Council meetings dates and times was
presented for the Board’s review.

Interim Manager, Melinda Hogpard, presented County Commissioner pins to each
Board member. Mrs. Hoggard questioned the Board if they had any plan of use for the
other pins such as recognition of years of service, etc.

Commissioner David Brown asked if the Commissioners were eligible for county

health insurance after retirement. He asked Melinda to inquire to see what other counties
do.

Reba Green Holley came before the Board to discuss the old EIC building
formerly known as the Reid’s Grove Rosenwald School. She advised the Board that she
had a historic renovation recommendation report from Reid Thomas, Restoration
Specialist, of the State Historic Preservation Office and a Building Inspector’s Summary
from Edgar Mitchell, Director of Inspections. Reba discussed the National Registry
Guidelines and the formal application process. She asked the Board’s permission to apply
for a grant from the 2008 Lowe’s Charitable and Educational Foundation Preservation
Fund in the amount of $50,000 (no match grant) for the EIC building, and upon motion of
Commissioner L. Frank Rountree, seconded by Commissioner Wade Askew, the Board
unanimously approved her request. The grant is due November 30% and grant would be
awarded in February 2008 and work to be completed by August 2009. The Board upon
motion of Commissioner Kenneth Jernigan, seconded by David Brown, unanimously
agreed to support Reba in applying for other grants: a Preservation Fund Grant and an
Alice Rosenwald Flexible Fund for Rosenwald Schools and both grants range from $500
to $5,000 in a dollar for dollar match. Reba is in the process of trying to locate school
alumni. The Board also supported the Food Pantry and GEMS, both volunteer groups
and indicated that the County needed to find space available as well as for electons
equipment. The Board approved GITS moving into the EIC if needed prior to
renovations. The Board suggested the building be cleaned and all old items thrown away.
Reba advised the Board that the Rural Center had grants available and applications would
be out in December.

Melinda advised the Board that the Zenobia Smallwood, Superintendent of Gates
County Schools, responded to a request of Citizens against QLF, requesting use of their
Connect-Ed calling system. The School Board denied their request.
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Commissioner David Brown indicated that he and Commissioner L. Frank
Rountree met with the School Board regarding the Gates County Community Center.
Both boards agreed the Commissioners had the sole authority for decision making. There
was discussion about school maintenance personnel performing repairs to the Community
Center as schedules would permit. Commissioner Brown indicated that in a conversation
with Golden Leaf that the county would have to re-apply for the community center grant
if it was a joint effort between the Board of Comunissioners and the Board of Education,
The Commissioners agreed to continue with the original grant process.

Melinda Hoggard advised the Board that the water bills would have a new look,
Bills will now be on an 8 % X 11 sheet of paper beginning this month.

Commissioner David Brown made a motion to enter into Closed Session,
seconded by Commissioner Wade Askew, and a unanimous vote of the Board.

Upon motion of Commissioner Wade Askew, the County will create a Lead
Dispatch Position at a Pay Grade 59 effective November 1, 2007. Motion was seconded
by Commissioner L. Frank Rountree and was unanimously approved.

The following bills were ordered paid:

The Board recessed to reconvene November 19‘h, 2007 at 7 o’clock P.M. at the
Sunbury Volunteer Fire Department.
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COMMISSIONERS MEETING

NOVEMBER 19, 2007

Upon calling the meeting to order, the Board of Commissioners began to hear the
items as presented on the agenda.

Mr. David Spruill of Dave’s Place had requested an appointment to speak with the
Board regarding a mobile home that had been placed on his property. Mr. Spruill was not
present. Interim Manager, Melinda Hoggard, informed the Board that Mr. Spruill’s issue had
been resolved through a provision in the zoning ordinance that would allow the placement
of such a facility under the circumstances that Mr. Spruill live in the mobile home for at least
ayear. Ms. Hoggard informed the Board that Mr. Spruill had signed papers indicating that
he would indeed reside in the mobile home for one year. Develepment Services would only
have the responsibility to take action against Mr. Spruill should someone see a for rent sign
in front of the home.

Interim Manager, Melinda Hoggard presented the unofficial contest results for the
land transfer tax for the Board’s review. Commissicner David Brown made a motion to
have the land transfer tax put on the ballot in May. Commissioner Wade Askew seconded
the motion; there was no opposition.

Interim Manager, Melinda Hoggard presented a professional services contract with
Carolyn Morris to complete the NC Housing Finance Agency URPO8 Application for the
Urgent Repair and to provide administrative activities associated with the project.
Commissioner Ken Jernigan made a motion to approve the contract subject to a review by
the County Amorney. Commissioner L. Frank Rountree seconded; there was no opposition.

Interim Manager, Melinda Hoggard presented copies of Statements of Qualifications
for architects submitted for the renovation of the Community Center. Ms. Hoggard
informed the Board that swrounding counties Boards of Commissioners’ had had an
opportunity to meet with the candidates during the selection process. Ms. Hoggard asked
the Board of Commissioners if they would be interested in participating in an interview
process to select the architect. Commissioner David Brown noted that he thought that
DKW Architects should be removed from the interview pool due to the experience that we
had with them on the construction of the DSS building. Commissioner Brown also
indicated that he had spoken with Michael Conner from the School Board, and they were
experiencing some frustration with them as well. The Board also indicated that Cahoon and
Kasten didn’t seem to have a lot of relevant experience and agreed to remove them from the
interview pool as well. Commissioner Ken Jernigan and Commissioner Wade Askew agreed
to participate in the selection process and requested that Ms. Hoggard try to schedule
interview for the weel of November 26, 2007.

Interim Manager, Melinda Hoggard, presented a salary comparison of all county
employees in relation to several surrounding counties. Commissioner Brown noted that he
was pleased to see that when adjusted for a 35 hour work week, Gates County’s salaries were
fairly competitive. The Board chose not to act on the salary comparison at this time due to
the uncertainty related to the OLF. Commissioner Brown requested that Ms. Hoggard
submit a proposal for adjustments to the few salaries that appeared o be out of line before

Interim Manager, Melinda Hoggard, presented a request for a computer for the
community center. Commissioner Ken Jernigan expressed some concern about the
compatibility of the Macintosh computer that was presented. Ms. Hoggard indicated that
the proposal was supposed to be compatible with the finance software at the Board of
Education. Commissioner Jernigan requested Ms. Hoggard 1o talk with Finance Officer
Wendy Forsman to see what kinds of requirememts are needed for the computer o be
compatible, and possibly look into a Dell Computer. Commissioner David Brown requested
that the financial record keeping for the Community Center go through the finance office at
the County instead of the Board of Education. Commissioner Brown also suggested that we
go through our vendor, Carolina Computer to get a quote on the computer system.

Planning Director, Randall Cahoon had prepared several items for the Board’s
review. Interim Manger, Melinda Hoggard presented the memo related to the requirement
for 15 copies for subdivisons. Billy Winn indicated that he sat on the Technical Review
Commirtee and it would not be feasible to share or used reduced copies. Ema Bright
indicaved that it would be difficult to study the package having to share plats. Commissioner
Brown indicated that he thought that it seemed like a lot of plats, but it was not worth
advertising and holding a public hearing to change the ordinance.

Interim Manger, Melinda Hoggard, presented to proposal for adding categories to
the zoning ordinance. Commissioner Brown indicated that he did not want to make our
ordinances unnecessarily confusing,

Interim Manager, Melinda Hoggard, presented the proposal to sunset the
development ordinance.  Commissioner Brown indicated that he was in favor of

streamlining our ordinances.

Interim Manger, Melinda Hoggard, presented the proposal to eliminate the option
for sharing driveways in our Subdivision Ordinance. The Board indicated that this needed
to be included in our ordinance.

Interim Manager, Melinda Hoggard, presented a memo regarding renovations to the
old DSS building, Commissioner Brown indicated that he would like to see a covered
wallway between the courthouse and the old DSS building. The Board indicated that a
phone system was something of importance, but it may not be feasible at this time.
Commissioner Brown indicated that probation could occupy the water department.
Commissioner Jernigan indicated that Billy Winn could occupy the County Manager’s office.
Commissioner Brown would like to see the temporary walls in the Grand Jury Room come
down.

Emergency Managemem Coordinator, Billy Winn was present to officially name an
access road into Paint Horse Court as Paint Horse Lane. Commissioner L. Frank Rountree
made a motion 1o approve the naming of Paint Horse Lane. Commissioner Ken Jernigan
seconded; there was no opposition. Commissioner Brown indicated that we should pursue
adding a requirement that the cost of road signs should be incurred by the developer.

Emergency Management Coordinator, Billy Winn, requested permission to begin the
process of purchasing an Emergency Management vehicle. Mr. Winn briefly described the
quotes that had been received. Commissioner Jernigan made a motion to approve the
purchase of the vehicle with a camper shell and a bed extender. Commissioner Brown
seconded the motion; there was no opposition.

Emergency Management Coordinator, Billy Winn, requested that the Board set a
public hearing for December 3, 2007, to rename Jillson Street to Bly Sky Lane, Jillson Drive
1 to Wells Lane, and Jillson Drive 2 to Jillson Drive, Commissioner Brown made a motion
to set a public hearing for December 3, 2007. Commissioner Jernigan seconded; there was
no opposition.

Mr. Ena Bright expressed the need for the Board of Commissioners to set a height
restriction on buildngs in the County in order to address concerns over fire fighting abilities.

With no further business, Commissioner Brown made a motion to enter closed
session in order to discuss personnel issues. Commissioner Ken Jernigan seconded; there

Was o opposition.

Commissioner David Brown made a motion to reopen. Commissioner L. Frank
Rountree seconded; there was no opposition.

REGULAR MEETING

DECEMBER 3, 2007

The Gates County Board of Commissioners met, all members present, and the meeting was
called to order.

Chairman Pierce indicated that it was time to elect the chairman and vice chairman for the
next year and the election process was turned over to Interim Manager Melinda Hoggard. The
floor was opened for Chairman and Commissioner L. Frank Rountree made a motion to nominate
J. 8. Pierce as Chairman, motion was seconded by Commissioner Wade Askew and unanimously
approved by the Board. Commissioner Brown made a motion to close the floor for Chairman.
The floor was opened for Vice Chairman and Commissioner Kenneth Jernigan made a motion to
nominate Commissioner David Brown as Vice Chairman, seconded by Commissioner L. Frank
Rountree and was unanimously approved by the Board.

The minutes of the last meeting were approved.

Randall Cahoon, Director of Planning & Development Services presented a Findings of
Fact for the Clarence Cross Rezoning Request. Randy reviewed the findings with the Board,
asking the Public Hearing be opened and indicated that Mike McCree, Attorney at Law, was
present and wished to speak in behalf of Mr. Cross. Mr. McCree indicated that Mr. Cross had
three parcels of land he wished to rezone from R-1 to RMH-I. These tracts are compatible with
the Land Use Plan, designed for residential use, and would not be considered spot zoning. Mr.
McCree discussed the benefits and detriments of the owner and land owners around and asked the
Board to consider uses allowed.

Mr. Cross spoke indicating the process began in 02-03 with Planner Traci White. He was
propoesing to place three homes on the land in which septic systems are already down.

Mrs. Emily Cross stated her concern for senior citizens and the need for housing. There are
currently sixteen mobile homes as per her count in the area and remains of a burned home. She is
in support of her brothers endeavor.

John Phelps an engineer with the government indicated that he felt the units barely met the
minimum building code. He further stated the units were fire hazards, would not hold up in severe
storms and asked the Board to allow zoning remain R-1.

Earl Rountree indicated that the County paid Bill Turner to write a Land Use Plan for Gates
County and Randy was newly educated when Gates County began the zoning process. Mr.
Rountree suggested that the County hire a competent zoning attorney to represent Gates County
indicating that we all hate to spend money. Mr, Rountree feels that all we are is affordable
housing. He would like to see Mr. Cross sell lots for $50,000, buyer build a $250,000 house and
therefore put $300,000 on the tax books.

Mr. Cross indicated that the home he purchased was hurricane rated.
Chairman J. S. Pierce declared the hearing closed.
Randy Cahoon suggested there were fire and wind hazards and his staff recommendation

and the unanimous recommendation by the Planning Board at their September 18, 2007 meeting
was to decline Mr. Cross’ request.

Commissioner David Brown made a motion to deny Mr. Cross’ request, seconded by
Commissioner Kenneth Jernigan and by unanimous vote of the Board.

Mrs. Gretchen Byrum with the Department of Transportation presented the 2008-2009
Secondary Road Improvement Program. The allocation of $459,109.58 indicates a decrease in



funding. Mrs. Byrum indicated that the General Statute change in July 2007, (G.S. 16-135.B)
composed a formula of the percent of county miles paved/unpaved versus those in the state. This
formula considerably cut funding that the County would normally get. She reviewed the Secondary
Road Improvement Program as presented and Commissioner David Brown made a motion to -
accept the Secondary Road Improvement Resolution, seconded by Kenneth Jernigan and was:
unanimously approved by the Board. A copy of the Secondary Road Improvement Program is on
file with the County Manager.

Mrs. Joy Futrell, Finance Officer and Mr. Roy Wilson, Area Director, East Carolina
Behavioral Health came to update the Board on the agency activities.

Mrs. Rita Lane, Mrs. Lois Hofler, Ms. Linda Hofler, Mrs. Kay Barker, Mrs. Carol Smith
and Mrs. Edith Seiling, came before the Board on behalf of Sunbury School. Mrs. Lois Hofler
indicated that the committee felt like a race horse at the starting line. Mrs. Hofler mentioned a
letter from Mr. Gerald White and his plea to the Board to preserve the old school. Mrs. Hofler
indicated that Sunbury School was the first high school in Gates County and the first graduating
class was in 1938 and the last was in 1968. She indicated that the committee wished to see the old
colonial revival school preserved and asked the Boards permission to place Sunbury School on the
Register of Historical Sites. By doing so, the county could obtain grant monies or tax credits. The
committee expressed their gratitude in placing plywood on the windows, cutting shrubs, securing
entrances, etc. The Boy Scouts indicated their interest in cleaning up the grounds to the
committee. Mrs. Hofler indicated that the auditorium was the only one in the County which could
be utilized by the County and non-profit organizations. She expressed that Ahoskie High was now
apartments, old school in Suffolk was the Cultural Arts Center and the Swain School in Edenton
was apartments. Some of the potential uses for the school could be housing for teachers, a Senior
Center, Satellite Offices, a space for Artist/Crafiers, Summer Reading Program, Tourism, Fitness;
Center, Community Education classes, Regional Offices, Museum, etc. Mrs. Hofler indicated that
the Steering Committee wished to Save Sunbury School. Commissioner Kenneth Jernigan made a
motion to allow Sunbury School be put on the Historical Register indicating that it was his wish
they could find some money , acquire grants, etc to restore the school and Commissioner Wade
Askew seconded the motion, and the vote was unanimous. Commissioner Brown stated he was in
favor of restoring the school if it were realistic and he was ready for something to be done; restore
or remove. Commissioner Pierce asked if the school was placed on the Register, could it still be
torn down and according to Ms. Linda Hofler’s research the answer was yes. Melinda Hoggard,
Interim Manager, indicated that she spoke to Jerry Jones with the City of Suffolk and CADA in
Ahoskie and that the city or county did not fund the work, but funding was done through private
foundations. Mrs. Hoggard indicated that the Dialysis Center had inquired previously and that
there were capacity issues regarding the number of gallons of wastewater to be handled. It was the
concensus of the Board to determine the future of the school before committing to the Dialysis
Center. Mike Conner indicated that any fines imposed on Sunbury School septic system would
fall on the Gates County Board of Education.

Mrs. Esther Lassiter, Gates Partners for Health came before the Board to introduce to the
Board Mrs. Joanne Powell, Clinical Project Coordinator, and Kim Schwartz, CEQ of the Roanoke
Chowan Community Health. This a federally qualified health center. A presentation was provided
informing the Board of Commissioners about the programs with the Roanoke Chowan Community
Health program.

Chris Hilbert, Holland Consultants, consultants administering the North Carolina Housing
Finance Agency came before the Board to ask the Commissioners to award the bid to Perry
Builders for contracts for Unit 1 and Unit 2 of the project. There was a $200,000 grant in which
the Agency wished to equitably distribute HUD funds. They plan to fund five homes.
Commissioner Kenneth Jernigan made a motion to award the bid to Perry Builders for Units 1 and
2, seconded by Commisstoner Wade Askew and a unanimous vote.



Ms. Lulu Eure and Adrianne Bradley came before the Board regarding the Gates County
Juvenile Crime Prevention Council and the loss of funding. Currently Gates County is receiving
$63,527. A resolution was presented by the Gates County JCPC requesting endorsement and
supporting the reinstatement of JCPC funding to the continuation budget and adopted upon motion
of Commissioner David Brown, seconded by Commissioner L. Frank Rountree and a unanimous
vote of the Board. A copy of the Resolution is on file.

Ms. Lulu Eure, Director of the Gates County Community Center, requested a computer for
the Community Center and submitted two quotes. Commissioner David Brown made a motion to
approve the purchase of a computer and to use lapsed salaries (only monies available in their
budget) to cover the cost, seconded by Commissioner Wade Askew and unanimously approved by
the Board.

Reba Green Holley along with Fred Harvey of Sarem Road came before the Board
expressing concern of a pending request to rezone Sarem Road from R1 to RMH1. Residents
signed petitions against the rezoning stating that there were 35 homes and only three of them are
mobile homes and the rest are stick built and modulars. Mrs. Holley indicated that there were 25
signatures on the petitions. It was her plea to the Board that they deny any special use permits and
rezoning request on Sarem Road.

Reba Green Holley advised the Board that a $50,000 grant for the EIC building, and old
Rosenwald School was submitted to Lowes in November. Reid Thomas assisted Mrs. Holley in
obtaining prices and bids. It was suggested that the viny! siding be removed from the building,

Randall Cahoon, Director of Planning and Development Services advised the Board that in
his Coastal Resources meeting he spoke with Douglas Langsford who suggested amending the
County Land Use Plan to prohibit Outlying Landing Fields in Gates County.

In a memo, Randall Cahoon requested Public Hearings for January 7, 2007 for three
request: Forrest Hills PUD; Manseau Tract and T. C. Eure; and Pine Ridge. Upon motion of
Commissioner Wade Askew, seconded by Commissioner Kenneth Jernigan, the Board
unanimously approved the Public Hearings.

The Board unanimously approved a Workshop with the Planning Board and the Board of
Commissioners during the January 21* Commissioners Meeting.

Randall Cahoon asked the Board to table Kenneth Buck’s request for the county initiated
rezonings. Randy felt he did not have enough information at the current time.

Melinda Hoggard, Finance Officer, presented Budget Amendments 26 through 28 for the
Boards review and upon motion of Commissioner L. Frank Rountree, seconded by Commissioner
Wade Askew, the Board unanimously approved the amendments.

A Public Hearing was set for January 7, 2007 for the road renaming for: Jillson Street to
Blue Sky Lane, Jillson Drive 1 to Wells Lane, and Jillson Drive 2 to Jillson Drive and upon
motion of Commissioner Kenneth Jernigan, seconded by Commissioner Wade Askew, the Board
unanimously approved the Public Hearing,

A request from Anthony Scribner was presented for use of Sunbury School property for
football practice for his child’s team and they would be responsible for mowing, leveling, adding
lighting and all cost incurred to improve the grounds. In conversation with Mike Kelly, NCACC
insurance pool, it was indicated that there would be a great liability and possible lawsuit imposed
on the County. It was the consensus of the Board that they could not allow the use of the grounds.



Skills Inc., a Community Rehabilitation Program was granted a $500 appropriation. Since
their request they learned that the Ahoskie facility will be closing and that it would not be likely
that the CRP will be serving clients from Gates County. Skills Inc. returned the appropriation.

A Resolution Authorizing the Gates County Board of Elections to hold a Referendum on -~

Jillson Street to Blue Sky Lane, Jillson Drive 1 to Wells Lane; and Jillson Drive 2 to
Jillson Drive. The Public Hearing was opened and there being no comments the hearing
was declared closed. Commissioner Kenneth Jernigan made a motion to approve the
road renaming, secended by Commissioner Wade Askew and was unanimously approved
by the Board.

Randall Cahoon, Director of Planning & Development Services presented to the
Board the following request for rezoning:

Forrest Hills PUD — Mr. Bill Bartlett of Bartlett Engineering requested to rezone a 137
acre parcel located on Drum Hill Road from A-1 to R-1-to create a 124 lot major
subdivision. The Public Hearing was opened and those who wished to comment were
John Willey, Mack Jackson, James Edward Thompson Jr., James M. Green II, Diana
Sickafus, Rachel Savage, Curtis Whitley, and Mrs. Mack Jackson., all of which were
opposing the rezoning request. Additionally, a letter was handed to the County Manager,
Melinda Hoggard on Friday opposing Mr. Bartlett’s rezoning request. The Hearing was
closed. A motion was made by Commissioner David Brown to deny the rezoning request
based on the CAMA Land Use Plan; motion was seconded by Commissioner Kenneth
Jernigan and unanimously approved by the Board.

Manseau Tract ~ Mr. David Hodor and T. C. Eure Tract — T. C. Eure, developers,
requested to rezone a 120.47 acre parcel to allow a pair of subdivisions to be developed.
Mr. Hodor’s request was for a three ot major and Mr. Eure’s request was fora 6 lot
major subdivision. Both are located at the intersection of NC 137 and Barfield Road.
The land is currently RMH-1 or A~ with the majority being mobile homes in the
immediate area. A Public Hearing was opened and Donna Eckart and Dan Bazemore,
both living in the community indicated that they and their neighbors had no oppaosition to
residential zoning. The Hearing was closed. Commissioner Wade Askew made a motion
to approve rezoning from A-1 to R-1; motion was seconded by Commissioner L. Frank
Rountree and unanimously approved by the Board.

Pine Ridge — Eddie Hyman and Kim Old, developers requested rezoning the 21.20 acre
parcel from A-1 to R-1 in order to allow the land to be subdivided. Most of the abutting
land is zoned R-1. A Public Hearing was opened and Lawrence Riddick, Steve Kemnedy,
and Earl Rountree spoke opposing the rezoning request. The Hearing was closed and a
motion was made by Commissioner L. Frank Rountree to deny the request, seconded by
Commissioner Wade Askew. Commissioner David Brown indicated that the request was
not contiguous to any growth charts in the CAMA Land Use Plan. The vote was
unanimous.
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Randall Cahoon, Director of Planning & Development Services presented the

following memorandums:

Rooks Landing West - rezening preliminary plat approval request for a major
subdivision which consist of five lots: 1, 2, 3, 4,& 5 and upon motion of Commissioner
Wade Askew, seconded by Commissioner Kenneth Jernigan, the Board unanimously
approved the rezening preliminary plat request as presented.

The Paige Riddick Tract on Mallory Buck Road — Kenneth Buck, developer requested to
: R IE . bivisionLots 1923

- preliminary plat

approval. Cahoon noted this property (like Buck’s other plat preliminary plat
request, Rooks Landing West) had not been rezoned from A-1 to R-1, and would
require rezoning prior to final plat approval. Commissioner David Brown indicated
that this tract does not fal-in comply with our land use plan; it is not in a growth area.
Commissioner Kenneth Jernigan made a mation to table the matter until more
information could be obtained. Motion was seconded by Commissioner L. Frank
Rountree. The vote was four to one with David Brown opposing.

Manseau Tract — Developer David Hodor requested approval of a three lot major
subdivision plat. Commissioner David Brown made a motion to approve the plat as
presented, seconded by Commissioner Wade Askew and was unanimously approved by

the Board.

A request for a Public Hearing for rezoning the George Norris Jr. tract known as
Dorothy LLC, an 18 lot subdivision of a 61 acre parcel and the John Howell tract, 133
acre parcel broken up into 11 lots were approved for the February 4, 2008

Commissioners Meeting.

Mr. Cahoon provided the Board with a CAMA Core LUP Update PowerPoint
presentation and the Gates County CAMA Core Land Use Plan Implementation Status

Report for the boards review.

Dan Bazemore asked that the Board address all back issues for rezoning that have
not been answered and all future rezoning requests be handled in a timelier manner.

Earl Rountree addressed Family Subdivisions to the Board. This would allow a
family member to give a parcel of land to another family without going through the

whole subdivision process.

He also expressed that apartments and multi family complexes lot size change
based on the environmental assessment of the land. He felt that ten acres was too much

for ten apartments.

A Holiday Schedule for 2008 was approved and an additional day was awarded
for employee birthdays upon motion of Commissioner David Brown, seconded by
Commissioner L. Frank Rountree and was unanimously approved by the Board. A copy

A Workshop with the Gates County Board of Commissioners and the Gates
County Planning Board was set for January 21 which is Martin Luther King’s Birthday
Holiday. The Workshop was rescheduled till Monday, February 18 at 7:00 P.M. in the
Courtroom of the Gates County Courthouse. The meeting is open to the public.

The Albemarle Commission requested an appointment or a reappointment to the
Commission. This is a two year term beginning April 1, 2008 and Chairman J. S. Pierce
currently holds the position. Commissioner L. Frank Rooftree made a motion to
reappoint J. S. Pierce, seconded by Commissioner Wade Askew and was unanimously
approved by the Board.

Melinda Hoggard, Finance Officer/County Manager, presented Budget
Amendments Number 29 through 35 and upon motion of Commissioner Kenneth
Jernigan, seconded by Commissioner Wade Askew, the amendments were unanimously
approved.

Melinda Hoggard, County Manager, presented a memorandum regarding
updating County Brochures. She asked the board’s input on particular items of interest.
The Board advised that changes, updates and current pictures be included and a final
draft presented to the Board for approval prior to printing.

Melinda Hoggard, County Manager, indicated that she submitted an application to
the 21* Centuries Communities Program. Four applicants will be selected in Febroary
and she will update the Board as more information becomes available.

Melinda Hoggard, County Manager, gave an update on County Pins and
Employee Recognition. In polling other counties, it appears that most programs
recognize employees in increments of five years of service. Other counties have pins
which indicate the number of years of service. Counties with employees with twenty
years of service were recognized during either a special service or during a
Commissioner’s meeting once per year. Commissioner Jernigan felt that pins with the
number of years should be presented and Commissioner Brown indicated that a mug,
wallet, engraved picture frame, etc could be given. Gifts range in price according to the
number of years of service and employee could select a choice. Colleen Turner, Director
of the Department of Social Services, indicated that she felt a County Pin should be given
after five years of service.

Melinda Hoggard, County Manager, requested permission to attend a course
offered by the Institute of Government related to Water and Wastewater Infrastructure
Funding Strategies. This course is January 22nd and 23%. Upen motion of
Commissioner David Brown, seconded by Commissioner L. Frank Rountree, the Board
unanimously approved her request.

Commissioner David Brown advised the Board the he would be attending a
Legislative Goal Steering Committee Meeting January 23 in Wilmington and would like
to attend a meeting at the Institute of Government, Holding a Successful Referendum
January 24™. He requested to stay overnight in Raleigh J anuary 23 for the Meeting
January 24", Commissioner Kenneth Jernigan made a motion to approve the request,
seconded by Commissioner Wade Askew and was unanimously approved by the Board.

Late Appearances

Paul Toti asked if the County was posting signs on property in fields of rezoning
and Randall Cahoon advised yes.

Mr. Toti noted that in an old subdivision document, Family Subdivisions were
addressed but pulled. He was in agreement with Earl Rountree that it allows one to
convey to family without all of the subdivision red tape.

Mr. Toti put in a formal request for evening meetings.
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Mr. Toti stated you have to have rules and regulations to control development and
is necessary to make adjustments. We need positive growth.

Reba Green-Holley advised the Board that the request to add the Rosenwald
School on the Register of Historical Buildings had been sent in. She further advised that
the Lowes Grant that was submitted in the amount of $50,000 would be awarded in
February.

Mrs. Green-Holley inquired if the Board wanted to participate in Preservation
Funds Certified Local Government Program by submitting an application for the
Rosenwald School. The application requires a 60/40 split; the County share being 40%.
It was the consensus of the Board that monies were tight and to hold off on that
application at this time.

Reba Green-Holley advised that the ENC Board, by showing a county map, had
70 percent connectivity in Gates County through Embarq.

Reba Green-Holley presented the County Flags to the Board. The flags were
presented to the County Manager for distribution.

John Taylor Kittrell also requested night meetings for the Board of
Commissioners.

Mr. Kittrell also questioned how the Sunbury Volunteer Fire Department;
Corapeake Station 2 could be exempt from property taxes. Renee’ McGinnis, Tax
Administrator, advised Mr. Kittrell that the property owner would have convey a deed to
the fire department in order for it to be in an exempt status.

Commissioner Kenneth Jernigan asked County Manager, Melinda Hoggard, to
contact Gretchen Byrum with the Department of Transportation to access the possible
water/drainage problems in the Muddy Cross area.

Commissioner David Brown indicated that Contractor Bob Rowe of Winton
looked at the Commissioners Room to determine if the walls could be knocked out
therefore enlarging the meeting room space. Mr. Rowe suggested the County would have
to hire an engineer to inspect to determine the load bearing walls. The Board felt that
getting moved into the old DSS building and making those repairs were needed first.

The County Manager advised the Board that progress with estimates on the old
DSS building slowed down due to the holidays and Crystal had been working to get that
information.

Commissioner David Brown made a motion to enter Closed Session to discuss a
personnel matter; motion was seconded by Commissioner Kenneth Jernigan and was
unanimously approved by the Board.

A motion by Commissioner L. Frank Rountree, seconded by Commissioners
David Brown to re-enter Regular Session was unanimously approved by the Board.

Commissioﬁer Kenneth Jernigan made a motion, seconded by Wade Askew, and
was unanimously approved by the Board, the following:

County employees with 20 years of continuous service can insure dependents for
health benefits by paying the entire portion of dependent coverage until the dependent
reaches age 65.

County Commissioners that serve two full consecutive terms can purchase health
insurance by paying premiums to the County for the benefits.

County Commissioners that serve three full consecutive terms will be covered by
the County and at not cost to the Commissioner indefinitely.

The request would require a 50 percent match from the
state and 50 percent from the County. County Manager, Melinda Hoggard indicated
that there was no identified source of revenue at this time and therefore her request was
denied.

Reba advised the Board that the Family Care Center was closed and presented a
list of inventory to be surplused and upon motion of Commissioner Kenneth Jernigan,
seconded by Commissioner L. Frank Rountree, and unanimous vote of the Board, the list
was approved for surplus. A copy of surplus inventory is on file in the Extension Office.

Reba Green-Holley formally resubmitted a petition regarding rezoning Sarem
Road R-1. The petition contains 24 signatures of the 25 owners residing on Sarem Road.
There are 35 dwellings on this road.

Reba Green-Holley presented an ENC map for DSL service in Gates County. It
was noted that ENC could target better areas of service. The service area map does not
reflect a correct service plan area. Some areas shown as having DSL do not have the
service.

Reba Green-Holley advised the Board of Commissioners that this is Youth
Violence Prevention Week and Gang Prevention Week.

There will be a check presentation from Golden Leaf to Gates County for the
Gates County Community Center renovation project Friday, February 29. No time has
been set.

An OLF sign has been posted in front of the Office Building (old DSS). A

request was made that personal stories be posted in the Courthouse with other OLF maps,
data, etc.

Late Appearances

Colleen Turner, Department of Social Services Director, gave her annual report
on the Youth Violence Week and Kinston Griffin will be the speaker with focuses on
families and children. Mrs. Turner presented the Board with a list of the Child Protective
Team members. There were five fatalities, none of which were related to violence. She
noted that the minimum standard of housing was unsafe, unhealthy and unsanitary. Other
issues were unemployment, underemployment, insufficient wages, growth in substantial
housing substance abuse, etc.



Another issue of great concern in the youth population is ATV safety. Lovie
Roscoe will be offering ATV Safety through the Cooperative Extension Service.

There are plans in the spring to add more foster homes within the County and the
major objective is to find safe and affordable housing, denta] health and Medicaid reform.

Commissioner Kenneth Jernigan made a motion to approve her annual report,
seconded by Commissioner Wade Askew, and was unanimously approved by the Board.

Randy Cahoon, Planner, continued the discussion on Rezoning. He stated that
after reviewing the 89 slides, mailing letters to each individual, citizens could come back
after one year to make another request and pay any applicable fees,

Dan Bazemore spoke on behalf of several landowners in the Eure area in which
only one landowner rezoning request was approved.

John Willey indicated he made an estate planning request and however since the
Zoning Ordinance was approved, his form was turned in, papers were shuffled around
and no answer was given; and ignored since day one.

Fred Spivey of Sunbury indicated that he never received an answer; he was in the
dark regarding his request.

Commissioner Wade Askew requested that the matter be tabled, let the Planning
Board look at the cases one more time and bring their results back to the Board, seconded
by Commissioner L. Frank Rountree. The vote was two to one as Commissioner
Kenneth Jernigan was against the motion.

Renee’” McGinnis advised the Commissioners that they could appoint a special
Board of Equalization and Review to replace the Commissioners acting as Board of
Equalization and Review. A resolution would have to be adopted prior to first Monday in
March, 2008.

Mrs. McGinnis also requested to know the status of the Tax Office move to the
Office Building. She was advised that there were several issues pending: lighting,
telephone needs, computer wiring and cost affiliated with those and other needs.

Ray Felton asked about a plan for the future. In reference to OLF, Ray feels the
County has been thinking with our hearts and dollars and cents don’t mean anything to
us. We failed to plan and look ahead and where do we go from here? It’s time to ask
questions and start planning and prepare for an ever changing future. He further stated
that borrowing money from the water department was the same as robbing Peter to pay
Paul.

Mrs. Jane Spivey expressed it was deplorable that Gates County doesn’t have any
money and we are credit poor. We have to decrease expenditures. She felt that David
Brown’s day off for an employee birthday (a new holiday) was childish.

Earl Rountree spoke on Zoning and felt that expert legal advice was needed. He
further stated that we can’t fight OLF. The Department of Defense can’t give us any
money to put it here. As for the Gatesville Water Department, he did not want to read
that it had become a political burden for the County. It’s already known that there is
asbestos on the tank.

Timothy Hedgepeth, Water Supervisor, indicated that he had expectations to
complete before we tie into the Gatesville Water Department., As far as the County
system, we are operating an old system and there are several upcoming cost in the next
five to ten years: a new well site $500,000; in three to five years the possibility of
relocating water plant and treatment system; $100,000 for a building to house generators,
tractor, backhoe, etc; a cost of $250,000 per tank to paint water tanks; four pumps at the
well sites at a cost of $50,000 each to replace; relocate water lines and valves if they
widen 158, etc. Hedgepeth made a plea that the Commissioners not draw his budget too
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low as the system was 30 years old. He requested the board allow a $1.00 increase in the
water bill (4,300 bills). The $1.00 increase would generate $43,000 to $50,000 per year.
The request was tabled.

Frank Rountree, to enter into Closed Session to discuss potential litigation was
unanimously approved by the Board.

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Joint Board of Commissioners and Planning Board Meeting
February 18, 2008
7:00 pm in the Gates County Courthouse

The Gates County Board of Commissioners and Planning Board met in a joint meeting.
Members present were Commissioners J. S. Pierce, Frank Rountree, Ken Jernigan, Wade
Askew, and David Brown, as well as Planning Board Members Mack Eason, Lee Riddick, T.
C. Vaughn, Linda Hofler, Thommy Langston, Rita Lane, Dan Boyce, and Mike Conner.

Upon Commissioner Pierce calling the meeting to order, the meeting was turned over to
Planning Director, Randall Cahoon for discussion. Mr. Cahoon presented the following

New Zoning Categories — New Zoning Catepordes (R-1, R-5, R-9, RMH-1, RMH-2,
RMF-1, RMF-10, RMF-20, RMF-50) were presented as possible suggestions to help
improve upon our zoning ordinance.

Land Use Plan — Mr. Cahoon indicated that there should be a revision to the CAMA
Land Use Plan to better align our plan in areas allowing 10-20 acre parcels with the
Statues that allow County to regulate subdivisions.

Development Ordinance — Mr. Cahoon presented possible changes to the Zoning
Ordinance that would allow the County to sunset the Development Ordinance all
together. The suggested changes were as follows:

Section 6.02 should clarify the one house/one lot principle and the implications on
secondary housing within garages.

Section 6 should add minimum lot standards.

Section 7 should be expanded to incorporate travel trailer rules, indicating that travel
trailers should be connected to a water supply and septic system. The length of time
someone is allowed to reside in a travel trailer also needs to be expanded.

Table 8 should indicate building heights that are relevant to Gates County’s abilities
to extinguish fires. Height restrictions currently in place are 35’ for housing and 56
for industrial structures.

Section 12.04 needs to be expanded to provide for required documentation such as
driveway permits, soil evaluations, septic tank approvals, etc.

Section 12.03 needs to be addressed so that home additions are more easily done.
Currently the ordinance currently requires additions of 10% or more to wait 21 days
for approval. Mr. Cahoon suggested that the limit be increased to 25-50% or that
the time table be shortened.

Section 14.04 needs to address County zoning instead of City zoning. The
procedure for amending maps needs to be spelled out, including a prohibition
against brining the same request before the Planning Board in less than one year.
NFPA 1144 needs to name an administrator. Currently, no one is named as an
administrator, and staff is tossing the inspections amongst staff as time permits.

NC DOT will not accept 3 lot major subdivision roads into their road maintenance
which has become a cost issue for many family style developers. Mr. Cahoon
demonstrated this issue, as required by our Subdivision Ordinance.

Mr. Cahoon indicated that the County Zoning Ordinance currently makes no
provision for allowing a waiver of fees or rezoning in the case of CDBG Scattered
Site Housing. This may become an issue in the next cycle.

Upon completion of his presentation, Mr. Cahoon requested input from both boards.
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Mr. Lee Riddick indicated that the State would oaly allow so much money for the CDBG
grant. He indicated that Mr. Cahoon should make sure that allowing such a provision would
not create an issue with spot zoning before the Boards move forward. Mr. Cahoon
indicated that land trading is not an opton for Gates County, which is a solution that is used
in other places. Mr. Riddick indicated that Ms. Carolyn Morris has been able to relocate
recipients of this program in the past. Commissioner Brown asked that Mr. Cahoon look
into the legality of allowing 2 CDBG variance.

Mr. Lee Riddick supgested that perhaps a temporary permit for 180 days could be required
for travel trailers, provided that a septic system and a water source are available.

Commissioner Brown indicated that section 12.03 of the Zoning Ordinance should be
addressed, including a 50% increase in home additions.

Commissioner Jernigan asked Randy to get in contact with Mr. Billy Winn to see what height
restrictions should be incorporated into cur ordinance. Commissioner Pierce indicated that
most ladder trucks have 24° ladders. Mr. T.C. Vaughn expressed a concern about the heights
of churches. Commissioner Jernigan expressed a concern about grain bin heights. Mr.
Cahoon indicated that grain bins are exempt from zoning. Commissioner Brown indicated
that Mr. Cahoon should contact Mr. Winn to clarify height restrictions.

Mr. Cahoon presented the annual Junk Car Report, as well as some information related to
the car ministry that has been used to collect junk cars for a tax credit. Mr. Dan Boyce
indicated that junk yards are stll highly visible. Commissioner Brown suggested that our
efforts should be focused on major highways in the County so that people are seeing resuilts.

Commissioner Brown requested a copy of the letter that is issued to junk yard violators due
to concerns that he has heard expressed in relation to possible jail time.

Ms. Hofler suggested that there should be some ordinances related to burnt houses. Mr.
Cahoon indicated that the State has procedures for handling condemnation of burnt houses.

Mr. Riddick made a suggestion that the Boards consider accepting the new zoning
categorties.

Mr. Conner suggested that the Boards might consider placing size limitations related to the
zoning categories. B

Related to the horse issues, Mr. Cahoon indicated that several concerns citizens feel that the
needs of horses are ignored in our ordinances. He indicated that we could possibly
incorporate the concerns in our zoning ordinance or in our animal control ordinance.
Sheriff Webb addressed the Board to make them aware that they were trying to address the
issue. In conversations with the State, the recommendation is that there be one acre of land
per horse, outside of the acreage for housing. Sherff Webb indicated that there needs to be
more laws around livestock as well.

Mr. Cahoon presented a concept drawing of the Kim Old property across from the high

school for the Boards review.

Mr. Boyce asked the Board of Commissioners if they were going to address the recent
rezoning issues around the CAMA Land Use Plan. Comtmissionet Brown indicated that we
needed to focus our decisions on the CAMA Land Use Plan because of the OLF. Mr.
Riddick expressed concern around denying rezoning requests leading to a lesser populated
area, which is what the Navy is looking for. Mr. Cahoon indicated that there is a possibility
that the CAMA Land Use Plan could become certified within the next 30 months.

County Manager, Melinda Hoggard presented a memo addressed to the Board concerning
business licenses. Commissioner Pierce indicated that he had heard a lot of concerns from
business owners not being able to borrow money because they did not have a business
license. Ms. Hopggard indicated that she would contact other counties to see what their
procedures are and report back to the Board.

Commissioner Brown gave a brief presentation of the information that he had gained from
the class that he attended related to the Land Transfer Tax.



Commissioner Brown made a motion to go into closed session to discuss employment
contracts. Commissioner Rountree seconded.

Commissioner Brown made a motion to re-enter open session. Commissioner Rountree
seconded.

Commissioner Brown made a motion to allocate the Land Transfer Tax proceeds toward the
legal defense for the OLF, with the future years beyond the OLF being allocated to paying

the County’s debt service. Commissioner Askew seconded. No opposition.

R Commissioner Rountree made a motion to adjourn the meeting. Commissioner Jernigan
seconded.

REGULAR MEETING

MARCH 3, 2008

The Gates County Board of Commissioners met, and all members were present
except Commissioner L. Frank Rountree.

A correction to the minutes of the Regular Meeting held January 7, 2008 of the
Gates County Board of Commissioners was approved upon motion of Commissioner
David Brown seconded by Commissioner Wade Askew and was unanimously approved
by the Board. A copy of the correction to be cross-referenced is as follows:

In Minute Book 12, on page 253, in the January 7, 2008 Regular Meeting
minutes, Randall Cahoon, Director of Planning and Development Services, indicated
errors in the text and the necessary corrections are as follows:

Rooks Landing West — rezening preliminary plat approval request for a major
subdivision which consist of five lots: 1, 2, 3, 4, & 5 and upon motion of Commissioner
Wade Askew, seconded by Commissioner Kenneth Jernigan, the Board unanimously

approved the rezening preliminary plat request- as presented.

The Paige Riddick Tract on Mallory Buck Road — Kenneth Buck, developer
requested MGzeﬁe—ﬁmn-A—He—er—feﬁa—majeHadeﬁ}eﬁfeHsets—w—zg-
preliminary plat approval. Cahoon noted this property (like Buck’s other plat
preliminary plat request, Rooks Landing West) had not been rezoned from A-1 to
R-1, and would require rezoning prior to final plat approval. Commissioner David
Brown indicated that this tract does not fall-iacomply with our land use plan; it is not in a
growth area. Commissioner Kenneth Jernigan made a motion to table the matter until
more information could be obtained. Motion was seconded by Commissioner L. Frank
Rountree. The vote was four to one with David Brown opposing.

These corrections made this date, March 3, 2008 in Book 12 beginning on Page
262 will make the cross reference.

The minutes of the February 4, 2008 Commissioners meeting were approved
pending a correction regardm g a statement made by Earl Rountree in the late appearance
section. The correction is as follows: In Book 12, on page 265, in the second paragraph
from the bottom, Earl Rountree stated that as for the Gatesville Water Department, he did
not want it to become a political burden for the County. 1t’s already known that there is
asbestos on the outside of the lines en-the-tanle Minutes of the February 18, 2008 were
approved also as per motion of Commissioner Kenneth Jernigan, seconded by
Commissioner Wade Askew and were unanimously approved by the Board, (As a cross
reference, please see the corrected February 4, 2008 corrected minutes.)

Ms. JoAnn Williams of Sunbury came before the Board to ask the Board’s
permission to convey an acre of land to her cousin on SR 1322 Lassiter Lane. When she
went to have the land surveyed, the surveyor told her she could not do it. Ms. Williams
went to the Planner, Randall Cahoon, and he also told her the same thing, she could not
do it and the reason is there is not enough road frontage as she only has 105 feet. After
discussion with the Board and per motion of Commissioner David Brown, seconded by
Commissioner Kenneth Jernigan, the Board denied her request as presented. The vote
was unanimous.

Mrs. Esther Lassiter with the Gates Partners for Health presented the State of the
County Health Report. She noted that cancer was the number one cause of death in Gates
County.

The Board of Equalization and Review was set for April 14, 2008 at 4 P.M.
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Reba Green Holley submitted a letter regarding the Lowe’s Historical Building
Grant in the Commissioner’s package. She was unable to attend the meeting due to death
in her family and will discuss Appreciation for 4-H at a later time.

Lynn Bunch, President of the College of the Albemarle presented a letter
regarding reappointment or replacement of Benjamin Saunders as a member of the COA
Board of Trustees. The Board reappointed Mr. Saunders for another term to end June 30,
2012 as per a motion from Commissioner David Brown, seconded by Commissioner
Wade Askew. The vote was unanimous.

A memo was enclosed in the agenda regarding the Ground Breaking Ceremony
for the Visitor’s Center at the Millpond for Saturday, March 15, 2008 at 10:30 A.M,

The 21% Century Communities Program 2008 application was denied. The
counties approved were Alexander, Clay, Camden, Nash and Scotland.

The Building Inspector’s Report for February, 2008 was presented. A copy is on
file in the Building Inspector’s Office.

A copy of the Governor’s Proclamation for the Spring Litter Sweep for 2008 was
presented to the Board. The Litter Sweep will take place April 19 through May 3.

Budget Amendments 44 through 50 were presented to the Board and upon motion
of Commissioner Kenneth Jernigan, seconded by Commissioner Wade Askew, the
amendments were unanimously approved.

Finance Officer, Melinda Hoggard, submitted the FY 2008-2009 Budget
Preparation Time Schedule to the Board of Commissioners.

Randall Caheon, Director of Planning & Development Services presented the
following memorandums:

The Planning Board, at their February 19, 2008 meeting, voted by simple
majority to categorically reject all submitted requests for “free” rezoning (waive the $600
per parcel filing fee) of property belonging to approximately 122 individual land owners.
Their decision was based on the costs of advertising the required public hearings
(estimated at $73,200) and the length of time it would take the Board of Commissioners
to process the requests (potentially three years). The Planning Board further asserted that
the Official Zoning Map, adopted March 5, 2007 by the Board of Commissioners, closely
aligns with the recommendations contained in the CAMA Land Use Plan for Gates
County which is used as a guide in determining the validity of requests for rezoning.
Commissioner David Brown made a motion to uphold the findings of the Planning
Board, seconded by Commissioner Kenneth Jernigan. Commissioner Wade Askew
abstained from voting based on a conflict of interest. The motion carried unanimously.

Three requests for public hearing were announced: Amendments to the Gates
County Zoning Ordinance, Section 6.02, Section 12.03, and Note 7. The proposed
changes will clearly define policy on residential development, increase the threshold for
building enlargement without TRC oversight, and will regulate temporary living
arrangements involving camper and travel trailers. Upon motion of Commissioner David
Brown, seconded by Commissioner Kenneth Jernigan, the Board unanimously approved
a public hearing for the April 7, 2008 Commissioners Meeting.

A request for a Public Hearing for rezoning land belonging to Kenneth Buck and
proposed for subdivision in separate tracts known as Paige Riddick Tract, a 5 lot
extension of an existing major subdivision of a 5.16 acre parcel, and Rooks Landing West
tract, 43.01 acre parcel to be divided into 5 lots and approved for preliminary plat at the
January 2008 Commissioners Meeting, was presented. Mr. Cahoon reminded the Board
that both parcels of land planned for subdivision were included in the list of properties
that had been denied “free” rezoning processing earlier in this meeting. Commissioner
David Brown asked if the Board had not just declined all 122 requests for “free”
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processing; Cahoon agreed that this was his understanding of the Board’s actions. The
Board advised Cahoon that Mr. Buck’s request was no different than all others on the list
and advised him to notify Buck that his request must come back before the Board after
rezoning fees are paid and the request is processed according to rezoning procedures.

Mr. Cahoon provided the Board with a memo recommending Billy Winn, EMS
Director and Fire Marshal, as administrator of the Gates County Standard for Protection
of Life and Property from Wildfire (Chapters 1,3,5, and 7 of NFPA 1144 Standard for
Protection of Life and Property from Wildfire © 2002 Edition). Commissioner David
Brown made a motion to appoint the Fire Marshal as administrator; Commissioner
Kenneth Jernigan seconded the motion, and the Board unanimously approved. Winn will
oversee all enforcement of regulations outlined in the chapters adopted in July 2007
including driveway and private road standards, address display at the entrance of homes,
and address display on mailboxes.

The Quarterly Fiscal Monitoring Report for the Division of Mental Health,
Developmental Disabilities & Substance Abuse Services for the period ending December
31, 2007 was presented to the Board.

Sandra Pittman was appointed the new Finance Officer. The County Manager
introduced Mrs. Pittman and indicated that she would pursue the Certified Finance
Officer Certification offered through the School of Government. Commissioner Kenneth
Jernigan made a motion to appoint Mrs. Pittman’s, seconded by Commissioner Wade
Askew and the vote was unanimous.

Billy Winn, Emergency Management Director, presented a memorandum
requesting the Board of Commissioners to establish a 911 Center Renovation Committee.
The committee should consist of the 911 Director, the County Manager, the Sheriff,
Larry Kirkpatrick (mapping consultant) and 2 Commissioner. Commissioner Wade
Askew volunteered to serve on the committee.

Melinda Hoggard, Finance Officer, presented the Audit Report for the Fiscal Year
ending June 30, 2007 and gave a brief overview of the audit results. There were two
deficiencies noted: one being the utility billing, and lack of staff, the department
outsourced printing of the bilis and the second was the embezzlement issue and
implemented a new receipting process to rectify the problem.

Late Appearances

Brian Short, the new Soil Conservation Agent working with Hertford and Gates
Counties came before the Board to introduce himself and expressed his interest in
offering technical support to land owners and cost sharing available through his agency.

Sharon Jones came before the Board expressing her concern over a request that
dates back to August 6, 2007 regarding horses and the cruel and inhumane conditions in
which the animals are exposed. Mrs. Jones requested the Board to pass the Animal
Control Ordinance and North Carolina Horse Council recommendations that every horse
has shelter, fencing, food and water. She advised that barbed wire fencing could no
longer be used; horses needed a three sided shelter and one acre per horse for the
minimum pasture requirement. Mrs. Jones passed to the Board a list of concerns that she
would like to have addressed and passed inte an ordinance. She advised the Board that
she had a person in Elizabeth City who does Animal Rescue and the owner is charged a
rescue and per day boarding fee and he was willing to rescue and board abused horses.
Mrs. Jones made a plea that the Commissioners vote. After much discussion, the Board
tabled the matter until April.

Mr. John Willey of the Middle Swamp area of the County expressed his concern
over the lack of fiscal health stating the County was a victim of economic crisis. He
stated the County has maxed our credit cards, borrowed all we could borrow and does not
know how many obligations and commitments have not been met. He stated his request
from the Planner of how many units specific in number we have approved by the
Planning Board there are waiting for occupancy; to provide the information monthly or
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an explanation why it can’t be done. Mr. Willey stated we don’t know the score. At the
close of the moratorium there were 485 lots ready for development. According to the
Planning Board minutes and comments; disapproving everything, is being too restrictive
in the Zoning Ordinance. In closing he stated that credibility is a great thing and it is not a
formula we get from the school system.

Commissioner David Brown made a motion to enter into Closed Session to
discuss personnel and the County Manager advised that the County Attorney, Pitt

Godwin, needed to discuss a legal issue. The motion was seconded by Commissioner
Wade Askew.

The Chairman announced there would be a five minute break prior to entering
into Closed Session.

Commissioner Wade Askew made a motion to re-enter into Regular Session,
seconded by Commissioner David Brown. The motion was unanimously approved.

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Minutes of Emergency Meeting
Called on Mazch 12, 2008
For the Purpose of Voting on the OLF

Upon calling the meeting to order, and all members being present, County Manager Melinda
Hoggard advised the Board that Senator Dole had requested that the Board take a vote on
the OLF and sign a letter to be given to her by Frdday, March 14, 2008.

Commissioner Kennerh Jernigan made a motion to formally oppose the OLF being located
in Gates County. Commissioner Wade Askew seconded the motion. There was no
opposition.

County Manager, Melinda Hoggard presented the following letter to be signed by each
member of the Board of Commissioners.

Dear Senator Dole:

The locally elected officials of Gates County respectfully request that you
honor the vote we took today that represents the voices of our citizens. By
unanimous vote, we oppose an OLF in Gates County.

We consider this a prime opportunity for you, as our state’s senior senator, to
take immediate action to protect the northeastern region of cur state. Your
recent comment: “Broad local support for an OLF is essential, and as I have
assured North Carolinians and advised the Navy, I will oppose the Navy’s
efforts to acquire any site in North Carolina that fails to meet this standard,”
gives us hope and courage that the citizens of northeastern North Carolina
will not fall as innocent victims in exchange for the profit of money and/or
to give the people in Virginia Beach and Chesapeake a better quality of life.

We respectfully request that you use your influence, as our state’s senior
senator, to encourage the United States Navy te remove Gates County from
the Navy’s recent list of potential sites for a new Outlying Landing Field
before we are officially on the Federal Register. Let them know this could be
an appropriations issue just as it was for Site C.

If the Navy found favor in your request, it would result in a tremendous
savings of taxpayer money that would otherwise be foolishly wasted on an
EIS study for a possible OLF in an area not acceptable to the community.

We would stand behind and support any request of encouraging the United
States Navy to include in the EIS appropriate alternative sites in the Cherry
Point MCAS economic region including Open Ground Farms (Carteret
County) and Oak Grove OLF and surrounding acres (Craven and Jones
Counties) that would help to secure the furare of North Carolina military
bases and existing jobs. It is our understanding that these communities are
not opposed to an OLF there.

We apprediate the action you have taken on our behalf, yet we feel in order
to create a fair and equitable situation for all the people of North Carolina,
you must take a strong stand to halt the military destmction that will be
spewed upon our region. No one has come forward since the Navy’s recent
offer to buy land from willing sellers. We are not interested in incentive
packages. The citizens of our county have made it overwhelmingly clear that



they are opposed to this OLF. There is no incentive package worth what
would be lost. They will not exchange their quality of life for money.
