Call to Order
Chairman Brothers called the meeting to Order.  
	
Approval of Minutes
The August 19th minutes have 1 typo, on page 22 the “u” is left out of Boy Scouts.

Mr. Askew made a motion to approve the August 19, 2014 minutes as amended.  Mr. Carter seconded the motion; motion passed without opposition. 

Approval of Agenda
There is not a formal agenda for today’s meeting.

Old Business

Ms. Hobbs stated that she has received email correspondence from the Army Corps of Engineers, Emily Grear in Wilmington, on the Paige Riddick and the developer has not submitted all materials needed.  

Mr. Brothers stated that he wanted all 22 pages to be presented but they only sent the signed page.  Finally we received them all.  We need to make sure wetlands mitigation plans are followed.  If encroached on wetlands, they must buy land in wetlands which they have not done.

Ms. Hobbs explained that DENR has different requirements from Army Corps of Engineers and DENR has identified problems.  They haven’t complied with federal or state regulations and have 1 year from the initial meeting to proceed. 

The Board had discussion about how the County would know if developers don’t have all of their paperwork for wetlands mitigation/DENR/Army Corps etc.  We would not know based on the ambiguity of our ordinance wording.  

The Board reviewed time periods and limits for sketch plans, preliminary plans, and final plats.  The Board would like complete applications including TRC comments.  The Board also questioned if they have to vote immediately or does the current wording give latitude to table for research and conduct a vote at the next meeting.  The Board would like to be able to do due diligence before voting.

Ms. Hobbs made a motion to authorize the County Manager to talk with the County Attorney about the ability to table a vote to conduct research.  Mr. Askew seconded the motion, motion passed without opposition.

The Board would also like to have the minutes and agenda sooner than 2-3 days before the meeting.


New Business:

Natalie Rountree stated that she is in the process of checking references for a potential candidate for the County Planner position.  

Mr. Askew asked about odor at the potential sprayfield; if it is pumped off surface it should be moved further back from the library and the assisted living facility.  

Mr. Brothers stated that he gave 5 of the 6 months of missing agendas and minutes to Melissa.

Mr. Brothers would like an annual agenda for the Planning Board, a report broken down quarterly, progress reports, and a report of what is in the works.

Mr. Carter feels that old depleted houses are a concern as well as the Town of Gatesville being excluded from ordinances.  There is a housing ordinance but we will have to check on funding.
