Electronics and TV’s are accepted at the Gates Site on Water Plant Road. Electronics are also accepted at the PCG Landfill in Belvidere. Ask the site attendant for information about the program. We accept TV’s, computer equipment, printers, telephones, rechargeable batteries, electronic games, VCR’s, radios and more.





Tires should be left at the dealer where the new tires are purchased. The sites may also have scrap tire containers at times. Residents may bring in 5 tires at a time at no charge to PCG Landfill. Commercially generated tires are usually accepted at no charge if they were recently generated in N. C.





The swap shop at the Sunbury site is a great place to bring usable tools, furnishings, toys, etc. so they can be reused. 





Town residents may use the county convenience sites as needed. Businesses may bring recyclables to the sites. 





Commercial waste and commercial construction and demolition debris should be taken to the PCG Landfill in Belvidere.

Town residents may call Mr. Winslow at 357-1270 to request a recycling cart.





Bring other residentially generated materials to the sites or to PCG Landfill and Transfer Station. Commercial waste should go to the PCG Landfill. 





Please don’t put plastic bags in the carts. All plastic bottles and jugs are accepted. Rinse cans and bottles as needed & remove from glass bottles. Do not recycle ceramics or window glass.
